Lake) and a CalFire plane dropped
water and fire retardant, which
helped to put out the fire.

An
older vehicle caught fire which led
to a one-and-a-half acre wildfire.

​Do not park your car/truck/motorcycle on dry grass. The hot underside of the vehicle can cause a fire.
A fire hydrant, regardless of its shape and no matter where it’s located, is still a fire hydrant. Let's respect the
fire department and our neighborhoods.
