Watercolor Fundamentals

This class is geared towards beginner and intermediate students looking to
learn and build upon the fundamentals of watercolor painting. An emphasis will
be placed on familiarization with handling the water-to-pigment ratio, a crucial building
block to obtain the color intensity desired.Additionally, you will learn about the basics
including paper selection, brush selection, tool usage, brush stroke variations. These
lessons will be reinforced with ample in-class practice time and focused homework
assignments. As you progress, you will also learn about painting composition as well
as possible ways to approach subjects which may be of interest (ie. skies, trees,
landscapes, seascapes, etc.) By the end of the course, you will have been exposed
to all of the components necessary to develop your own painting style.
