SUMMER WATERCOLOR CLASSES
withH ED BIANCHI

Watercolor Fundamentals

This class is geared towards beginner and intermediate students looking to learn and
build upon the fundamentals of watercolor painting. An emphasis will be placed on
familiarization with handling the water-to-pigment ratio, a crucial building block to
obtain the color intensity desired.Additionally, you will learn about the basics
including paper selection, brush selection, tool usage, brush stroke variations. These
lessons will be reinforced with ample in-class practice time and focused homework
assignments. As you progress, you will also learn about painting composition as well
as possible ways to approach subjects which may be of interest (ie. skies, trees,
landscapes, seascapes, etc.) By the end of the course, you will have been exposed to
all of the components necessary to develop your own painting style.

Materials Needed: Watercolor Palette, 1 Sheet of 140 Ib. cold pressed medium rough
Watercolor Paper; Watercolor Brushes: One 2 inch, Square - one of each 1 inch, 1/2
inch, 1/4 inch; One round number 8; One rigger number 3 or 4. Watercolor Paint one
tube each of Ultramarine Blue, Cerulean Blue, Alizarin Crimson, Cadmium Red, Burnt
Sienna, Cadmium Yellow, Yellow Ochre, Lemon Yellow, Naples Yellow, Viridian. One
Masonite Board 16x23; Water container; natural sponge; roll of masking tape; #2 or
2B graphite pencil; Sketch Book 51/2x81/2 min.for value sketches and notes; Paper
towel roll or tissues. Small spray bottle; pocket or paring knife. NOTE: If ALL materials
are not obtained, you still may attend the first class.

Ed Bianchi has cultivated his talents in watercolor and oil painting throughout his career,
focusing on a range of themes from aviation and marine art to portraits and landscapes. His
painting style is realistic, abound with “loose” and “confident” strokes, evocative of his passion
for the subject matter. While building his career as an architectural designer, he managed to
attend art classes in Connecticut, participated in artist's workshops and attended the prestigious
Art Students League of New York where he trained under Jerry N. Weiss, artist, writer and
Contributing Editor for The Artist's Magazine. Ed Bianchi has had the privilege to participate in
numerous juried art shows where oftentimes was awarded first place in watercolor. His work has
been installed in the permanent collection of the Coast Guard Art Program. He remains an active
member of Plein Air Palm Beach, Lake Worth Art League and the Coast Guard Art Art Program.
