F'OR THE ESTABLISHMtrNT OF AN AMBULANCE DISTRICT. TOWN OF

LINCOLN, MADISON COUNTY

The Town oflincoln, Madison County (hereinafter the "Town"), is presently provided emergency
ambulance services by a not-for-profit ambulance service. The town seeks to raise funds through
an ambulance district, in order to provide sufficient contractual funds to ensure continued
ambulance staffing sufiicient to serve the Town.

The Town of Lincoln, Madison Courty will arrange for and/or contract for ambulance services
through contract with a local not for-profit ambulance service. Tax funds will be raised in order to
afford such arrangements. Although the amount to be raised by taxes is not yet known, the
maximum amount projected to be raised from taxes alone in the foreseeable future would be
$17,885.34 from the ambulance district. The total cost of ambulance services will be offset by
billing revenue, tax revenue and county funding.
