SECTION 2.

The budget ordinance shall be administered by the executive authority as prescribed and set forth in the 

Kentucky Revised Statues. Administration shall include, but not limited to, at least the following:

A.  Preparation and submission of financial statements which include budgetary comparisons on not less 

than a quarterly basis.
