The blueprint or page structure of your app is represented by a wireframe

Have you ever considered the structure or look of your app?  Have you considered how it talks to you and you talk to it?  The outline or blueprint of all the pages and looks of your app is called a wire frame.  Before we start coding, the first thing we need to do is make a wire frame.  This means that we need to think about what our app is and what it will do?   Going back to the apps that you used today, did anyone use a weather app recently?  Why?  Why would we need a weather app?

There are a lot of options on this screen.  The design is pretty and simple, but allows for a lot of info to be included.  The designers have used simple graphics for the current weather image (on this the rain cloud), and a cool color scheme (greens and blue are cool, calming colors)

The three bars, also called the hamburger, is a symbol for menu.  This is where you can select various settings in the app.   The three dots also mean menu or options, and is for the overflow options or options specific to that operating system.  

The magnifying glass means search for something.  Each of these links go to another screen.  Each symbol that opens to another screen is an event, because the uses is able to interact with the app and app reacts depending on what the users requests.

If you scroll down, you get more link/events that will open to even more screens.  Each new screen must also be designed.    All the different options, how they link together and what each looks like is the start of a wire frame. 
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
