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God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in trouble. (Psalm 46:1)

2020 was certainly a year to lean in to one of my favorite Scripture passages above from Psalm 46. In-
deed, the whole Psalm is very relevant to our current situation, and | give thanks for the steadfast nature of
God’s Word and God’s love.

This past year brought challenges for all of us: as individuals, as a congregation, as a community, and as
a country. God has been with us through every decision, meeting, and gathering. | am grateful for God’s guid-
ance and trust God will see us through to the other side of this pandemic.

| was at Austin Seminary in Austin, Texas, when the pandemic became a reality for us and its far-
reaching effects began to impact our congregation. During phone and text conversations with Elders and staff,
we pondered the possibility of postponing and even canceling programs. As | sat on the plane to return to
Mesa on a Thursday afternoon, | hit “send” on an email to our Clerk of Session calling for a special session
meeting that Saturday.

Your faithful and wise Elders gathered in Fellowship Hall so we could remain physically distanced (this
new term we were learning about and to which we were just beginning to accommodate) as we shared what
we had learned and knew about this novel virus and global pandemic. Together, under the guidance of the
Holy Spirit, we cautiously and regretfully determined that we needed to cancel worship the following day in
order to do our best to protect the safety and health of our vulnerable congregation. It was also consistent with
what we were seeing around the country and being advised by our Presbytery and denominational leaders. At
the time, we thought this would extend through the month of March! How very much we had to learn in the
coming days, weeks, and months!

That’s exactly what | spent the majority of my time doing for the next several weeks — learning. |
poured over the CARES Act and learned everything | could about the PPP (Paycheck Protection Program), even

as | researched and read best practices from a variety of sources. |
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Encouraging and eternal Word helped ease the transition and calm my spirit. Gratitude abounds also for
your faithful and very generous response to our request for funds for cameras and displays so that we
could eventually, in the early fall, provide both online/livestreamed worship as well as in-person worship
with COVID-19 precautions such as masks, physical distancing, and (regrettably) no congregational sing-

ing.

Though 1 enjoyed connecting with you by whatever means possible, | have to admit that making
daily or weekly devotional videos was new to me and stretched the capacity of your introverted pastor! |
pray these were meaningful and provided much needed connection with the congregation!

Throughout the spring, summer, and fall, we explored a variety of online options and experiment-
ed with ZOOM book studies, prayer and devotional gatherings, as well as fellowship/coffee time follow-
ing worship. Clearly, none of these are an adequate substitute for seeing your smiling faces and being with
you in person! However, the ability to “see” you online during this time was a gift and grace from God
for which | am very grateful!

In this midst of all of this, | served as a commissioner representing the Presbytery of Grand Canyon
to the 224th General Assembly of the PC(USA). This was the first ever completely online GA, and it was
quite an experience. | was incredibly impressed with all of the technology and platforms that allowed us
to gather from all parts of the world to deliberate the business of our denomination. Sitting at a computer
for days on end in my home office was not nearly as much fun nor interesting as gathering in person and
meeting new Presbyterians from all over, but in these pandemic times, it was the next best option, and |
give thanks for the opportunity to participate.

| also give thanks for the Church Re-opening Task Force appointed by Session and their diligent
and faithful discernment in terms of when we could safely gather again in person. Delving through data
and responsive to many questions and concerns, this group prioritized the most vulnerable among us as
well as the ability to provide in-person and online worship concurrently. It was a joy to serve with such
faithful and conscientious leaders.

| am so very grateful for the many gifts and talents of our staff and congregation, and the beautiful
way God weaves them all together to meet the needs of the day. The technology and the people who
run it all have enabled us to continue our worship seamlessly, both in person and online. We are now
reaching more people with the message of God’s love for all the world made known in Jesus Christ our
Lord. | am certain, as are the leaders of our congregation, that online worship is here to stay! At the same
time, | look forward with great joy to that time when more of us can safely gather together in our beauti-
ful sanctuary to praise and worship our good and gracious God!

2020 will be remembered as a year of trial and growth, a year of frustration and faith, and a year
of beautiful blessings bestowed by God on the congregation of First Presbyterian Church of Mesa, which |
am privileged to serve as pastor.

We are all grappling with the reality of how the COVID-19 pandemic has changed
our lives over the last year. The preschool was no different. We had many challenges that were very difficult to navigate,
but God is good and has helped us along the way!

close the preschool for at least 2 weeks,

which we did. Unfortunately, that was the start of a very long closure for the
preschool.

Over the course of that closure time period, the teachers and | made eve-
ry effort to stay on top of the most current Public Health directive, state childcare
licensing requirements, Quality First recommendations and many other things that
became a daily tether of bouncing information. We attended many online _
ZOOM webinar trainings for COVID, best health and safety practices, changes to &5
preschool policies and procedures, family engagement during a pandemic, main-
taining emotional care for ourselves and others, and many other trainings. We
also worked closely with our Quality First Nurse Health Consultant to keep us up
to date on the fast-changing Health & Safety protocols needed when we did finally reopen. Their support was immeasura-
ble and helped navigate so many unknowns for reopening. This challenging school year ended with a “Drive-Thru
Goodbye” in the church parking lot in May. A very cherished and fond memory!

The Preschool Board met in the summer and decided to reopen on September 8, 2020, with the two classrooms
combined into one. Teachers Nicki Mclnelly, Kristy Biggs & Sara Wheat were thrilled to have the children back and wel-
come them to our new program. Ms. Chantal Howell is waiting and ready to return when circumstances permit.

Many changes had to be made around the preschool to reopen, too. In order to keep families safe, we met fami-
lies at the front gate to drop off their child, and the teachers walked the child into classroom. The use of hand sanitizer,
taking daily temperatures, more frequent washing of hands, physical distancing whenever possible and wearing face masks
from their car to their cubby were all done. It has been a real challenge, but we are really making the best of it with great
success! Over the course of the semester, we were able to enroll a few more children to have 15 children on the roster!

I want to celebrate the Preschool Board. We want to thank all of our representatives who
. serve: Ginny Mallia (Chair), Stephanie Gerlach, Pam Godfrey — Robles, Nicki Mclnelly, Chris

with each of them and know that they have the best intentions for the future of the preschool
| program at heart!
] There have been a few exciting physical changes around the preschool. Due to the clo-
¢ sure, one of our large trees died for lack of water and had to be removed. We also partnered
. with the church and the Head Start program to have two of the three slides replaced before the
children returned to campus in September. We were able to share the cost through the use of the
Quality First Incentive funds. It is a refreshing feeling to see the improvements and know that our
children and families will be able to enjoy the benefits of that for a long time!

As we look forward to 2021, we are hopeful that the Lord will continue to bless us by bringing the children of this
community to our program in spite of challenging times. We know that God has good things in store for all of us. We
know that He is present in all that we do here, especially in the hearts of these little children! Lastly, we appreciate all of
your love and your willingness to continue to make the Preschool a ministry of the church. We recognize that you are an
integral part to the success of our program, especially through prayer and with the school supply drive in the summer each
year!

Administration Commission Annual Report

PROPERTY Dave Frederick

The pandemic-related shutdown of church operations for part of the year provided a scheduling win-
dow to complete some capital improvements.

Following the sanctuary roof project, unsightly “tracks” were visible on many sections. To remedy
this the installer repainted the roof under warranty at no cost to the church.

In the Jackson Building, both Sunday school rooms were remod-
eled with all new flooring and a fresh coat of paint.

Security cameras were added to the campus exterior, and LED light-
ing was added to Fellowship Hall, offices, and rooms in the north wing.

Some projects began in 2020 and are still work-in-process. Several
campus doors are being replaced with
insulated steel doors to increase securi-
ty and energy efficiency. Bathroom
fixtures in the Head Start classrooms
are being upgraded with touchless sinks
and towel and soap dispensers. This is
done at the request of Maricopa County and will be paid for by Head
Start.

For the near future, Property Committee will prioritize beautifica-
tion of the exterior views of the campus from Mesa Drive and Pioneer
Park, increasing FPC’s energy-efficiency, and maintaining a secure facility.

CLERK OF SESSION Carol Gerlach

We began the year with 277 members (168 females, a statistic required by PC(USA)). We welcomed
six new members into the congregation. Sadly, we removed 21 from the Rolls and lost another ten plus Rev.
Frank White, who as a Pastor was a member of presbytery, not FPC, when they became members of the
Church Triumphant. Our membership on December 31, 2020 was 252 (156 females). There were no mar-
riages. Two baptisms were celebrated. We have eight Affiliate Members on our Rolls.

Before the Coronavirus hit in March and threw everyone’s lives into a cocked hat, Session met in-
person in January. February was our Annual Congregational Meeting, which was also in-person. In March
Session had our first ZOOM Meeting followed by more ZOOM meetings in April, May, June, July and
August. In September we held our Session Meeting/Retreat in-person in Fellowship Hall with masks and
physical distancing guidelines observed. In October, November and December we went back to ZOOM
Meetings.

o Disbursed $8,770.20 for the sanctuary video equipment from the Worship Arts Endowment.
o Continued to interpret the endowment concept to the congregation through the Endowment Funds
brochure.
