A Candlelight Communion Service of Lessons, Carols & Readings will be offered on Christmas Eve at
both 5:30 and 8:30 p.m. The 5:30 p.m. service will feature a "Celebration of Gifts" prelude. All of our
children and youth musicians are invited to offer an instrumental or vocal solo.
