Total faith and dependence upon God means abandoning all trust in our own 

resources and placing our total confidence in God for all the provisions of life. It means casting 

ourselves unreservedly on God and God’s mercy and laying hold of the promises of God for our 

daily strength and existence.   

 

Faith is complete reliance on God and full obedience to God. It is only when we reach the 

place where we can truly say, “Lord, not my will, but Your will. My heart’s desire is to be the 

person You created me to be, living out Your plan for my life, not my plan.” As humans we 

sometimes fail to recognize that everything we are, everything we have, and everything we hope 

to be rests in the hands of God. Yet, faith grows as we learn daily dependence upon God. It is in 

this walk of faith that we experience the closeness and the joys of serving our Lord. It is here that 

we experience the real meaning of life. It is not about 

how much we can have, but about giving ourselves total-

ly and unconditionally to God.   

 

Examine your life today and ask God to draw you 

closer and make you the person of faith God has called 

you to be, for the righteous shall live by faith!
