LIGHTS UP - ON FLOOR

Hollis White is sitting on the bench. Newsie Flynn enters DFL;

Demands ‘Biggest Parade Ever’, Military honors!!! Full story here!

Hollis: (calls out) Over here, Flynn. (buys paper, starts reading)

Newsie: Latest News! — Pottsville Gazette! Mayor Potts birthday surprise! Demands
‘Biggest Parade Ever’, Military honors!!! Full story here! (Newsie Flynn exits UFR)

Maude, Adelaide Johnston enter UFR in time to see Hugo, Lobstermen carrying
wooden chest and coffin entering DFR. Foggy has chest, Sharky and Clammy carry
the coffin.
