Level 2 Apprenticeship equips learners with the foundation to progress in their careers and make a
meaningful impact in the field of adult care.

Entry Requirements

Qualifications Awarded

You must have been a UK, EEA, or EU resident for
at least the three years before starting the
apprenticeship. 
You must be employed in a relevant job role and
able to commit to the full length of the programme.
If you do not have GCSE grade C/4 or equivalent in
Maths and English, you may be required to work
towards achieving these qualifications as part of
your apprenticeship.
