SB-399 Mason Sells AED Coordination Act

Senate Bill 399 - the Mason Sells AED Coordination Act with an effective date of July 1, 2026, requires Automated External Defibrillator (AED) owners to register their devices with their local 9-1-1 center.  This allows emergency dispatchers to identify nearby AEDs and guide callers to them while emergency responders are on the way, improving the chances of survival during a cardiac emergency.
