The Gift of Confession 

Psalm 51

The confession of sin is a necessary means by which we receive Jesus’ 

grace, i.e. the forgiveness and promises waiting for us inside his life, 

death, and resurrection. It is also a daily tool that strengthens our faith, 

breaks sin’s hold on us, and transforms our hearts. 

In King David’s great confession of his sin in Psalm 51, his heart makes 6 

movements we should pay attention to: 

 

1. Asking for mercy 

 

2. Naming our sin 

 

3. Desiring what is good 

 

4. Restoration 

 

5. Extroversion 

 

6. Worship 

  



 

Questions for reflection and further study: 

1. How comfortable are you confessing your sin to the Lord in 

prayer? 

 

2. Have you ever confessed your sin out loud to another believer 

you trust? 

 

3. Are there any unknown, hidden, or secret sins you have not 

confessed to the Lord? 

 

4. Are you more tempted to wallow in your sin or skip quickly to 

forgiveness without being bothered to name your sin? 

 

5. Do you believe that Jesus is the Lamb of God who has 

completely taken away your sin?
