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GUIDELINES FOR NURSING RESEARCH GRANT APPLICATIONS

The Canadian Gerontological Nursing Association is pleased to receive applications for small research grants of $2,500.00 or less. The purpose of these grants is to assist nurses to examine an area of gerontological nursing practice through research. We welcome applications for:

(1) Pilot studies which will lead to grant applications to larger funding agencies, or 
(2) Small studies focused on older adults and gerontological nursing for which other funding sources are limited.

All members of CGNA are eligible to apply (with the exception of CGNA Executive members and their families). Preference will be given to applicants who have been members for 2 consecutive years. Members without research preparation should include a nurse researcher as a member of the research team or as a consultant. Projects are to be conducted under the aegis of a health care agency or educational institution.

Application Requirements
1. Complete applications must be sent to yousm@mcmaster.ca by Friday, February 20th, 2026, time stamped before 11:59 hours. 
2. Evidence of current CGNA membership in good standing (printout of your current profile on www.CGNA.net)
3. All fields of the application form must be complete.
4. A project description of a maximum of 10 pages, including references, that includes the sections outlined on the application form. The project description must be typed on 8½ x 11 paper, 12 cpi or 10 point, 1.5 spacing. 
5. One letter of support from the sponsoring agency or institution.
6. Curriculum vitae for Principal Investigator and all co-investigators (maximum of 5 pages)
7. If applicable, include consent forms, instruments, letters of support and ethical approval as appendices.
8. If the project is a pilot study, the researchers should identify how the study will contribute to the development of a larger study/research program and identify the agency to which the application for the next phase will be targeted. 
9. Ethical review process must be completed before the monies will be distributed. The Certificate of Ethical Approval must be submitted to the CGNA Head Office prior to monies being released. If for some reason, ethics approval is not submitted in the year the award was granted, the grant will not be awarded. 

Budget and Financial Management
1. A detailed budget with justification should be provided in the project description with a summary on the application form.
2. The funds may be used to pay:
a. salaries for research assistants and secretarial, transcribing or translating services (salaries for investigators are not covered)
b. consultant fees for methodological and statistical advice
c. computing services or software site licenses
d. for small equipment, such as digital recorders, usually less than $100.00
e. supplies and services, such as office supplies and printing
3. The funds may not be used to pay for computers or software.
4. The researcher is expected to complete the project as proposed within the timeframe and budget specified. If a project is not completed or there are unexpended funds remaining at the completion of the project, these funds must be returned to CGNA.
5. The researcher should keep a detailed account of expenditures and corresponding receipts to submit with the final report.
6. Research funds may not be used for conference travel.

1. If there are any changes needed in the proposed protocol, researchers should submit the change in writing to the Chair of the CGNA Research Committee.
2. Researchers are expected to submit a final scientific report to CGNA within three months of the completion of the project to the Research Chair.
3. Researchers are expected to present or publish findings from the study. Venues for this should be included in the final report.
4. The support of CGNA should be acknowledged in presentations and publications.
5. If the project is a pilot study, the face page of the application to a larger agency should be included with the final report.

Evaluation Process
Once the application period has closed, the Chair of the Scholarship and Grant committee will circulate a list of applicants (Principal and Co-Investigators) to the committee. Research committee members who have a conflict of interest (e.g. investigator on an application or close colleague of an applicant) will be excused from the review, and an additional reviewer will be recruited from the CGNA membership if needed. Applications will be evaluated by three (3) reviewers.
Proposals will be evaluated using the criteria in the CGNA Research Grant Competition Proposal Evaluation Form and rated by reviewers (attached below). The CIHR rating scale will be used to score applications: Reviewers will return the evaluation forms to the Chair by Friday, March 13th, 2026. The Chair will submit grant recipient recommendations to the President by Wednesday, March 25th, 2026 for discussion and approval at the CGNA Board Executive meeting to be determined. Final Board approval will be given at the full meeting. Notification to grant applicants will be distributed within the week following the full meeting.

Decisions about number and amount of awards will be made based on the number of applications and the funds available. CGNA reserves the right to withhold awards in any competition. The Chair will review the forms from the review team to determine:

· Based on ratings, the highest rated proposal will be recommended to Executive for funding.
· If more than one proposal has the same highest rating, then the Chair will submit a ranking for the proposals (the Chair ranking will only be used in this circumstance). 
· In the unlikely circumstance that the committee does not find any of the proposals fundable in their current form, then we will recommend that no grant be awarded.
