We ask that you please remain seated during the performance (there will be 
action during the scenes and we don’t want anyone getting hurt, etc). There 
will be ushers available to help you…We ask that you please silence your 
cell phones…(nursery available? For no disturbance, etc.).


We are going to present a summary of the events of the final week of Jesus’ 
life here on earth.


Who is this Man, Jesus? Some say He was a prophet, some say He was a 
Teacher – different opinions, different beliefs. But Jesus – God Almighty in 
human form, was born of virgin birth, sent from heaven to fulfill God’s great 
plan – to destroy the power of the enemy and redeem the souls of man from 
the captivity (bondage) of sin. 


People either accepted Him or rejected Him, but one thing they could not do 
is ignore Him. Who do you say that He is?

SCENE II: GARDEN SCENE – Narrator - Robert 
BACKGROUND MUSIC PLAYS
LIGHTS (night) UP SLOWLY ON JESUS (MAIN STAGE R)

AND SLEEPING DISCIPLES (MAIN STAGE CENTER)

FOLLOW SPOT ON NARRATOR – MAIN STAGE FRONT LEFT

NARRATOR SPEAKS & WALKS AROUND SLEEPING DISCIPLES 

· Jesus & Disciples act on cue from Narration.

· Jesus wakes Disciples then goes back to pray
· Disciples fall back asleep


“When Adam & Eve fell in the Garden of Eden, they died spiritually and 

became separated from God their Creator. They’d been living in a perfect 
world, yet because of temptation from Satan, they chose willfully to disobey. 
Through their disobedience, all mankind is born into sin. Yes, they were 
only human, and in the Old Testament, God had to make a way for man to 
have his sins forgiven – by regular blood sacrifices of perfect animals. 


Now in the Garden of Gethsemane, Jesus travails in prayer to the Father. He 
knows He’s been sent to earth to become the final, once-and-for-all perfect 
sacrifice for all mankind. Only through the shedding of blood, His blood, 
would the price be paid to redeem man, to restore him into relationship with 
God the Father as it was in the beginning. 


“Gethsemane” means oil press. Jesus prayed in such agony in the garden that 
night that sweat drops of blood were pressed from His brow. Jesus knew 
what lie ahead. He knew that one of His own disciples – Judas – was 
betraying Him into the hands of sinners, and that He’d be crucified. Worse 
than that, He knew that He would become the curse by hanging on a tree, 
and that God the Father would not be able to look upon Him. He asked the 
Father to let it pass from Him, yet, unlike Adam, He willfully obeyed and 
said, ‘Father, not My will, but Yours be done.’”

· Judas goes up Ramp R to greet Jesus w/kiss (then steps aside)
· Soldiers rush up Ramp to apprehend Jesus

· POE takes place with Pharisees Main Stage (L) Rear
· Soldiers force Jesus to Back (R) of Main Stage

“We were listening to Jesus teach in the temple when all of a sudden the scribes and the 
Pharisees came dragging in a woman. They put her before Jesus and said, ‘This woman 
has been caught in adultery, in the very act! The law commands us to stone such women; 
what do You say?’ Jesus stooped down and wrote on the ground with His finger and said, 
‘He who is without sin among you, let him be the first to cast a stone.’ And one by one, 
they all left! Then Jesus stood up and asked ‘Woman, where are your accusers? Did no 
one condemn you?’ And she said, ‘No one, Lord.’ And Jesus said, ‘Neither do I condemn 
you. Go and sin no more.’ And here, Jesus – an innocent Man who’s done no wrong – 
stands before Pilate, falsely accused, waiting to hear His verdict from man.”

It was customary at the feast that Pilate release one prisoner of the people’s request. The 
Scribes and Pharisees 
had gone through the city stirring up the people, convincing them 
that Jesus was a heretic and that we should ask for Barabbas. Pilate was no fool. He knew 
they had delivered Jesus up because of envy. None of their accusations were worthy of 
death. Pilate’s wife pleaded with him not to do anything to Jesus for she’d been warned 
by God in a dream, but Pilate wouldn’t listen to her. He wanted to please the crowd so he 
asked them who they wanted to have released to them. Barabbas!’ they shouted. Then he 
asked, ‘What shall I do with Jesus?’ And they cried out to him, ‘Crucify Him! Crucify 
Him!’ and fearing a riot, Pilate cowardly washed his hands in front of them and said, ‘I 
am innocent of this Man’s blood!’ and the crowd answered him and said, ‘His blood be 
upon us and our children!’… and so it is.”

I heard he healed the sick, cast out demons 
and even raised the dead! I knew that if I could just touch Him, I would be healed. 
I pressed my way through the crowd and was finally able to reach out and touch 
the hem of His garment. Then He stopped! He knew immediately that power had 
gone forth from Him. He asked who touched Him – I was trembling as I fell at 
His feet and told Him the truth – that it was me, and He said, ‘Daughter, your 
faith has made you well, go in peace and be healed.’”

He took my daughter 


by the hand and He said, “Little girl, arise!” and she immediately got up! (laughs 


with excitement)

· The soldiers pick Jesus up by the arms and drag Him up the steps of FORWARD STAGE CENTER and present Him to audience.
· Mary, Mary & John are kneeling (crying, sobbing) on FLOOR CENTER
· Crowd – ACROSS FLOOR some reaching toward Him w/gestures of compassion/fists/pointing fingers
· Soldiers lay Jesus down on the cross and surround


Him to connect Him to cross
·   Show Guards take place at foot of cross to cover 
       action

“It was 6 days before the Passover and Jesus and His disciple were at Simon’s 


house reclining at the table. He’d said earlier that He was going to suffer and be 


crucified at the hands of sinners. I didn’t know when that would happen, all I 


knew is that He was there now, and I didn’t want to miss the opportunity to show 


Him how much I loved Him. I took my most valuable possession – an alabaster 


vial of costly perfume, broke it open and poured it on His head. The house filled 


with the fragrance. The Disciples became upset and began scolding me saying 


that I was wasteful and I should’ve sold it and gave the money to the poor. But 


Jesus said to them, ‘Let her alone, she’s done a good deed to Me. The poor you 


have with you always, and whenever you wish, you can do them good; but you do 

not always have Me. She has anointed My body for burial.’ I love Him so!”

Your mother, maybe, but mothers are like that – it’s their job, y’know?



You kept saying to everyone, “The Kingdom of Heaven is at hand!”



Some impact You made! Look what You’ve got to show!



Well, You had plans and grand ideas


So what’s Your problem? Trouble followin’ through?



And where are all Your angels? Y’know, who obey Your commands?



Why don’t they show up now & come and rescue You?  Ha!



Now, let me get this right…You saved others but You can’t save Yourself?



If You come down right now, they’ll all believe.



“King of the Jews”? ”Son of God”? Whatever! Now let’s see…


You’ll destroy the Temple and rebuild it in how many days? Oh, yeah…three!!



(You better hurry!)



I guess things didn’t turn out quite like You expected – I’m not surprised…



that was quite a proposition You made, don’t You think?

SONG: “If Only I Knew Then”




I am a Roman Soldier – I’ve come face to face with death





But I was frightened when darkness filled the land





Rocks were splitting open as the earth began to shake





I’ve never heard of such a thing – since time began





I carried out my orders – just like I’ve always done





Cause prisoners must face their penalties





But this One, He was different – and I didn’t know just why





I found out too late just who this Man would be…

I’d throw away the hammer – I’d refuse to drive the nails





Things would turn out differently somehow





I’d stop this thing from happening – I’d refuse to be a part





If only I knew then what I know now!





I heard of the commotion they said that He had done

I hadn’t paid attention to the message that He brought





But today, at the cross, I began to understand





As I stand here gazing – I am in awe





I can feel the rain blowin’ in the wind





But as I look closer – it isn’t rain at all





It’s the blood of Jesus – and it’s fallin’ for my sin!





What have I done? Take a look at this Man





He’s hanging on the cross because of me





I heard His final words – I saw Him breathe His last

· M, M & J take place (MAIN STAGE L)

· Sis Janet takes place for next song (MAIN STAGE STEPS L)
(No Background music – Next song starts immediately
SCENE X: BURIAL - (NO FHA)
NO BACKGROUND MUSIC
SONG STARTS – TRACK #23 “Crimson Drops” – Sis Janet
SPOT SINGER – START FLOOR LEFT/ENDS MAINSTAGE LEFT
· On song intro singer goes to foot of cross and picks up red glitter to show on hands

· Singer may also pick up hammer at foot of cross 

     as visual effect (2nd verse) 
· 4 Soldiers will “gamble” for Jesus robe on cue of song (2nd verse)
· SECOND CHORUS – SOLDIERS TAKE DOWN CROSS

· Jesus is “removed” from cross and laid on litter
· 4 Soldiers carry Him on litter to the “tomb” (he rolls off litter into tomb to prepare
· M M & J follow the soldiers as far as the Garden.
· Singer follows M M & J to STAGE R 
· 2 Remaining soldiers remove cross & place in holder on MAIN STAGE REAR R.
· Propmasters place purple robe, crown of thorns and chains on cross






SONG: “Crimson Drops”





Crimson drops on a dusty hill dark& troubled day






Crimson drops on a dusty hill – destined for this place






They fell at the foot of a wooden cross






Not one of them fell in vain






Crimson drops on a dusty hill washed my sins away!






He knew the pain He would suffer when He paid the price






He knew the torment that awaited Him there

He knew the grief and the shame 








& the weight of the burden






That He alone was able to bear






The pow’r of the enemy had to be broken & the price paid





Once and for all






But the cross wasn’t greater than the love of the Savior – 






Jesus, the Son of God!






Spikes tore the flesh that released the flow






Of the blood that fell upon the ground






Stripped and pierced, soldiers gambled for His robe






As His eyes beheld the mocking crowd






He said. “Father, forgive them, 








they don’t know what they do”






And with a final breath His life was gone






A soldier standing near without a doubt then knew






“Truly this was the Son of God!”






It was His blood – it was His lifeblood shed for me






It was His blood that paid the price 








to set the sinners’ soul free

· Jesus walks MAIN STAGE Center victoriously
· Dancers and all cast members come up the 
 aisles SINGING to front of stage simultaneously and kneel on floor
· Guards take places on either side of stage on floor

BACKGROUND MUSIC PLAYS
· Actors and Crowd make room for converts
