An ancient Persian legend states that the earth rests on a

Ancient writers
claimed the Ten Commandments were written on sapphire,
making this gem most sacred. Sapphire has long symbol-
ized truth sincerity and faithfulness. If its luster dulled
when worn by a spouse, it was believed that person had
been unfaithful.
