01.7 Health and safety procedures
Festival (and other) decorations
General
· Basic safety precautions apply equally to decorations put up for any festival as well as to general decorations in the setting. Children are informed of dangers and safe behaviour, relative to their level of understanding.
Decorations
· Christmas decorations and trees are set up by the Village Hall committee and they will have their own risk and safety assessments in place. 
Electrical equipment.
· Electrical equipment for decorations set up by the Village Hall committee have their own risk/safety assessments. 
· We do not have Christmas tree lights turned on during Preschool sessions and switches are high beyond reach. 
· Lights in the ceilings are usually erected and these are occasionally turned on as they are out of reach of children. 
Location
· Trees and decorations must never obstruct walkways or fire exits.
· Do not place decorations on or close to electrical equipment (e.g. computers); they are a fire hazard.
· Decorations must be clear of the ceiling fire detectors, sprinklers, and lights. 
· Children are spoken to about not touching the Christmas tree and the decorations. We risk assess the position and if necessary and/or children persist in touching, then we place a barrier around the area. 
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
