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Health & Illness Covid-19

We have put the following procedures in place following the *current GOV. and NHS guidance. 

Recording Attendance
We will continue to record attendance on the register each morning. If a child that should be attending and does not arrive and we have not received notification of absence then we will make a phone call to the parent(s) to establish the reason. 

Parents/carers must notify preschool asap if their child can not attend and the reason. *Parents/carers MUST notify preschool if their child has symptoms of COVID-19 and/or in their household or a test as proved POSITIVE. *Please see link in footer for guidance. 

Staff will be recorded on the attendance as usual and they will follow the normal procedures for notifying the Manager or Deputy of an absent and the same procedures for COVID-19 as above*.
Developing symptoms or illness during a session

If anyone becomes unwell with a new, continuous cough or a high temperature and a loss of taste and/or smell in our provision, they will and must be sent home and advised to follow the COVID-19: guidance for households with possible coronavirus infection guidance.

In the case of a child becoming unwell, a staff member will phone the parent or designated person to collect their child as soon as possible. 
While a child is awaiting collection, they will be moved to a sectioned off part of the hall where no other child can approach them within 2 metres, an adult will remain with this child wearing the appropriate PPE and a window will be opened for ventilation. If they need to go to the bathroom while waiting to be collected, the bathroom will be cleaned and disinfected using standard cleaning products before being used by anyone else.

We will follow the Illness policy we already have in place with regards calling emergency services if needed. 
If a member of staff has helped someone who was unwell with a new, continuous cough or a high temperature, they do not need to go home unless they develop symptoms themselves (and in which case, a test is available) or the child subsequently tests positive (see ‘What happens if there is a confirmed case of coronavirus in a setting?’ below). 
The staff member will wash their hands thoroughly after any contact with someone who is unwell. 
We will clean the affected area with disinfectant that follows guidance to kill Covid-19 after someone with symptoms has left which will reduce the risk of passing the infection on to other people following current guidance*
What happens if there is a confirmed case of coronavirus in a setting?
· When a child, young person or staff member develops symptoms compatible with coronavirus, they will be sent home and advised to self-isolate following the current GOV guidance. 
· All staff and young person who are attending the provision will have access to a test if they display symptoms of coronavirus, and are encouraged to get tested in this scenario. 
· Where the child, young person or staff member tests negative, they can return to their setting and the fellow household members can end their self-isolation.
· The provision will not be closed down unless advised to do so by the Public Health Authorities however, we could as a Preschool decide for the safety of others to close the following day for a full clean down.
· Where the child or staff member tests positive, the rest of their group within the provision will be sent home and advised to self-isolate for the recommended up to date guidance. The other household members of that wider group do not need to self-isolate unless the child or staff member they live with in that group subsequently develops symptoms.

· As part of the national test and trace programme, if other cases are detected within the cohort of our provision, Public Health England’s local health protection teams will conduct a rapid investigation and will advise our provision on the most appropriate action to take. In some case’s a larger number of other children may be asked to self-isolate at home as a precautionary measure. Where settings are observing guidance on infection prevention and control, which will reduce risk of transmission, closure of the whole setting will not generally be necessary.
Reporting illnesses and Covid-19 to Preschool

· If anyone in the household develops a fever or a new continuous cough and/or loss of taste/smell they are advised to follow the COVID-19: guidance for households with possible coronavirus infection guidance 
· Book a test
· You must inform Preschool as soon as possible by phone call Tel: 07312083191 or 01733 380190 (do not text or email) 
· The current ‘Sickness policy’ continues to apply relating to other illnesses. 
Staff general sickness 

Staff will follow the usual sickness reporting procedures and follow guidance as above with regards COVID-19 however, this will mean, where available, a staff member on standby will be asked to cover which may mean they are placed as the new group designated staff member.  

First aid
As always there will be at least one first aider on site. 

There will be an individual first aid kit allocated to each group for their use only. The restocking will be the responsibility of the designated group adult. 

Grab box – PPE
There will be an additional PPE ‘grab bag’ allocated to each group area along with a stock of additional PPE. This will be re-stocked by the designated group adult if used. 

Grab Cleaning Box

There will be a box that can be accessed quickly in order to deal with emergency cleaning for a quick response. This is be kept in the same place and out of reach of children. 

Windows 

Where possible windows will be opened to ensure there is air flow within the preschool. 
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
