Idaho Paint Horse Club - Summer Color Classic Sponsorship

About

The ldaho Paint Horse Club (IPHC) was founded in the 1960s as a regional affiliate of the
American Paint Horse Association (APHA). It was the first APHA club established outside the
state of Texas. IPHC’s founder, Wilma June “Butch” Wonderlich, was the first female president
of APHA and was inducted into the APHA Hall of Fame in 2012. IPHC encourages an interest in
and a love for the Paint Horse by promoting good horsemanship and sportsmanship in all
activities, providing APHA classes at horse shows, encouraging Paint breeding for conformation
and ability, and educating the public about the qualities of the Paint Horse and APHA. In 2022,
APHA awarded IPHC as one of only four clubs recognized for their accomplishments in
promoting, preserving, and providing meaningful experiences with Paint Horses.

Due to its strong support of APHA programs, members, and growth initiatives, APHA selected
IPHC’s Summer Color Classic as one of only eight shows in 2025 to award $5,000 matching
funds of “Chrome Cash.” With its wide success, APHA once again selected the Summer Color
Classic as one of 16 national and international shows to receive the $5,000 Chrome Cash
matching funds in 2026. The Summer Color Classic is hosted at the Idaho Horse Park in
Nampa, Idaho and will be from July 28 through August 2, 2026.

IPHC is seeking sponsors to fund the $5,000 Chrome Cash for APHA to match. Additionally,
IPHC has prided itself on providing a multi-breed show opportunity at the Summer Color Classic
and has secured 4 judges carded not only in APHA, but also the American Quarter Horse
Association (AQHA), Appaloosa Horse Club (ApHC), and National Snaffle Bit Association
(NSBA). Since Chrome Cash is limited to just APHA exhibitors, IPHC has a goal to match up to
$5,000 each for the Idaho Quarter Horse Association and the Magic Valley Appaloosa Club.
IPHC also has a goal to offer 11 NSBA specific futurity (prize money) classes. If IPHC is able to
secure at least $1,000 for a class, NSBA will provide a coveted Pewter trophy for the class
champion. Lastly, IPHC offers 18 High Point and Reserve High Point awards at the conclusion
of the show. Each High Point sponsorship is $125 and each Reserve High Point sponsorship is
$75.
