He looked 

ahead to a day when the tiny city of Bethlehem, where David 

had been born, would bring forth a new shepherd, a good   

shepherd, who would unify the people and bring peace.  
  

Hebrews 10:5-10 The Letter to the Hebrews constantly looks to 

the Old Testament and shows how Jesus surpassed its laws 

and sacrifices. In Old Testament times, the people offered    

animal sacrifices over and over in atonement for their sins. But 

this could not compare to the God-made-flesh who gave his life 

once for the sins of all.
