Isaiah 55: 1-3 Today's reading is from a part of the book of Isaiah written when the Jewish people were exiled in
Babylon. This section is often referred to as the “book of comfort” because of the encouragement it gives. Today’s
passage is a glorious finale to this “book of comfort”; Poor people are being invited to a sumptuous banquet.

Romans 8: 35, 37-39 Today’s reading concludes the eighth chapter of Paul’s letter to the Romans. This chapter reflects
on the salvation brought about by God in and through Jesus. Paul concludes this chapter with a jubilant hymn that

celebrates the love of God expressed in Christ.

The disciples in today’s gospel looked to Jesus to feed the
thousands of people in the crowds and he told them, “There is no
need for them to go away; give them some food yourselves.” When
the disciples claimed they did not have enough with only the small
amount of five loaves and two fish among themselves, Jesus
challenged them to be personally responsible and not allow them to
abandon the crowd in their time of need.

The simple gifts accepted by Jesus were given in an act of love and
trust. No matter how small or limited our gifts seem we must
personally share them with generosity.
