In one 

lengthy    section of this book, the author looks back to the wonderful things God did for the Jewish people dur-

ing the exodus. In today’s passage from that section, the author speaks directly to God with words of praise.   
  

Second Reading: Romans 8: 26-27 We continue to read from the eighth chapter of the letter to the Romans, 

in which Paul discusses the role of God’s Spirit in our life. Today’s brief reading gives us a remarkable insight 

into prayer.
