     HSSO/DU HIGH SCHOOL 

          REFEREE CAMP 

HSSO has made an arrangement with the 

Denver University Men’s Soccer Program to run 

a high school referee training camp in 

conjunction with their annual High School boys 

team camp. This camp has 32 top teams from 

across Colorado. In addition, there will be 

teams from Wyoming and New Mexico.  

There will be classroom sessions each day, as 

well as a social event on Saturday evening. 

Each referee will work no more than 2 

scrimmages per day. They will also attend a 

classroom session, either before or after the 

scrimmages. 

The scrimmages will be 2 x 25 minute halves. 

Followed by a one hour debrief with the 

evaluator. The focus will be on the proper 

positioning and team work in the Diagonal 

System of Control. Each referee will work in 

each position, Center, AR1 and AR2 over 2 

scrimmages each day.  

Most of the other high school sports under 

CHSAA have off season camps. It is not 

currently a requirement at this time for 

referees to attend a camp to qualify to work 

the playoffs. However, it may become a 

requirement in the future. The cost for this 

camp will be $50 for early enrollment. Or $75 

for late enrollment. This is far less than the 

cost for other camps. Basketball camps run 

from $150 to $350.
