Oshawa - The newly built
Maamawi iyaawag Public
School will be welcoming stu-
dents in September for the
2024-25 school year.

This project is a part of
Ontario's ongoing efforts to
build and improve local
schools, with the province pro-
viding Durham District School
Board with $22.2 million to

build the new school in
Oshawa.

This project delivers 536 ele-
mentary spaces and 73

licensed childcare spaces for
local families for the 2024-25
school year.

The investment is part of
Ontario’s commitment to pro-
viding about $16 billion to sup-
port school construction,
renewal and improvement
over 10 years. Since 2018,
the government has approved
or supported the development
of over 300 school-related
projects including childcare, of
which more than 100 are
actively under construction.

Oshawa Power workers union reach agreement

Oshawa Power and the International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers
(IBEW) Local 636 have ratified a new three-year collective agreement, the
utility provider announced. The collective agreement was not set to expire
until February 2025 and was negotiated in advance, it said.

The new collective agreement provides union members with wage increases,
as well as increases in benefits, premiums and allowances. The percentages

of increases was not mentioned.

Oshawa Power and IBEW negotiations began on July 8, with meetings con-
cluding on August 14. The contract is set to start November 1 and will run
through to November 1, 2027, Oshawa Power said.
