
Suspect Wanted For
Convenience Store
Robbery in Oshawa

Investigators are trying to
identify an armed suspect
who robbed an Oshawa con-
venience store at knife-point
Friday night.
On Friday, January 11, 2019,
at approximately 10:40 p.m., a
lone male entered the Circle K
convenience store on
Wentworth Street West in
Oshawa. The suspect, who
was armed with a knife,
entered the store and
demanded cash. The suspect
took cash from the register till
and fled on foot.
No physical injuries were
reported.
The suspect is described as
male, white, 5’7” to 5’9” tall,
heavy build, wearing a black
¾ length jacket with a black
fur collared hood, dark paja-
ma style pants, black and grey
running shoes, white t-shirt
covering his face. He was
armed with a knife.
Investigators believe that this
incident may be related to
another robbery which
occurred a few hours later at a
nearby Circle K convenience
store on King Street East in
Oshawa.ence and Possess

Teen Arrested After
Stabbing His Sister in

Ajax
A 16-year-old Ajax teen has
been arrested after stabbing
his 17-year-old sister at a res-
idence in Ajax.
On Friday January 11, 2019,
at approximately 8:20 a.m.
members of West Division
responded to a residence in
the area of Westney Road
and Ritchie Avenue in Ajax for
a domestic-related incident.
Officers located a 17-year-old
female who was suffering
from a stab wound. The teen
suffered serious but non-life
threatening injuries. She was
transported to a local hospital.
Her brother was arrested and
facing numerous charges.
A 16-year-old teen from Ajax
is charged with Assault with a
Weapon and Assault Cause
Bodily Harm.

Male Armed with a Knife
Arrested at GO Station

A 41-year old male was
arrested after he was seen
wielding a knife at the Ajax
GO station over the weekend.
On Saturday, January 12,
2019, at approximately 4:25
p.m., officers were dispatched

after a man was seen armed
with a box-cutter knife on a
platform at the Ajax GO sta-
tion. He was aggressively
approaching citizens, trying to
engage them in a fight. He
waved the knife in a threaten-
ing manner and tried to force-
fully open the door of a stair-
well, where citizens had fled
and were holding the door to
keep him from entering.
When officers arrived, they
found him pacing in the bus
loop area. As officers
approached him, he became
aggressive. A conductive
energy weapon was deployed
and the male was arrested.

The suspect
made his way to the register
and approached the lone
employee. The suspect pulled

out a knife and made a
demand for cash. The suspect
took cash from the till and ran
southbound from the store.
No physical injuries were
reported.
The suspect is described as
male, with a tanned complex-
ion, in his 30’s, approximately
5’8” with a heavy build. The
suspect wore a black jacket
and a grey scarf around his
face. He was armed with a
knife.

A suspect was quickly caught
by K-9 Flex as he attempted
to run from officers in
Oshawa.
On Tuesday, January 15,
2019 at approximately 4:00
a.m., officers were called to a
disturbance near a residence
on Tresane Street in Oshawa.
Police spoke to two people
who were involved in a heated
verbal altercation on the
street. Police were speaking
to the involved parties and
one gave officers a false
name. When officers found
out his true identity, the sus-
pect shoved an officer and
fled on foot. K-9 Flex was

deployed and he quickly
apprehended the fleeing sus-
pect. The suspect was wanted
by three other police agencies
in the GTA on several out-
standing warrants.

The suspect suffered minor
injuries and was treated at the
scene.

Weapons Seized in
Pickering

Three people are facing
charges after a firearms
investigation concluded over
the weekend resulting in the
seizure of three weapons.
On Saturday, January 5,
2019, members of the West
Division Target Team, with the
assistance of the Tactical
Support Unit and the Gun and
Gang Unit, executed a search
warrant at a residence on
Beechlawn Drive in Pickering
as part of a firearms investiga-
tion.
A prohibited .22-calibre pistol
was located under the mat-
tress of a bed and a prohibit-

ed, loaded .32-calibre
revolver was located in a clos-
et. Furthermore, officers also
located a prohibited stun gun
baton in the basement of the
residence. Two males and a
female were arrested and
charged in connection with
these weapons.
Kurtis MALLETTE, age 22,
and Kody MALLETTE, age
24, both of Beechlawn Drive
in Pickering, and Amirah
IMRAN, of James Govan
Drive in Whitby, are each
charged with: Careless
Storage of Firearm x2;
Contravention of Storage
Regulation x2; Unauthorized
Possession of a Firearm x2;
Possession of a Firearm
Knowing its Possession is
Unauthorized x2; Possession
of Restricted Firearm with
Ammunition and Possess
Prohibited Weapon Knowing
its Possession is
Unauthorized.
Kurtis MALLETTE is also
charged with Fail to Comply
with Recognizance x6.
Shots Fired Outside of

an Ajax Bar
Police are attempting to locate
a male after shots were fired
outside of an Ajax bar.

On Saturday, January 5,
2018, at approximately 2:30
a.m., police were called to
Westney Road South and
Lake Driveway West in Ajax
for a possible shots fired call.
Officers found shell casings in
the parking lot of the King’s
Castle Bar and Grill. A witness
stated that he saw a male run-
ning through the parking lot
shooting a gun in the air. No
one was injured.
