DRUGS AND 

MONEY SEIZED 
DURING 

PROJECT 
TEMPLE 

Four individuals have been 
arrested and are facing multi-
ple charges after a drug inves-
tigation in Beaverton. 
On Wednesday June 25, 
2025, members of DRPS’ 
North Division Criminal 
Investigative Branch, assisted 
by the East Division Crime 
Team, the Drug Enforcement 
Unit and the Gun and Gang 
Unit, concluded a nearly 
month-long drug investigation 
dubbed “Project Temple” with 
the arrest of four individuals 
and the execution of three 
warrants at residences in 
Beaverton and Thornhill.  
During the search of the resi-
dences, investigators seized 
several items, including more 
than 100 grams of Fentanyl, 
550 grams of Cocaine, 850 
grams of Methamphetamine 
and $130,000 in cash. 
Demetri Joshua 
DAWKINS-RHYNIE, age 
27 from Thornhill has been 
charged with Possession for 
the Purpose (Cocaine), 

Possession for the Purpose 
(Methamphetamine), and 
Possession for the Purpose 
(Fentanyl). 
Nicole Cecilia Wallace, 
age 35 from Beaverton has 
been charged with 
Possession for the Purpose 
(Cocaine) and Possession for 
the Purpose 
(Methamphetamine). 
Matthew Wade Martin 
BASLER, age 34 from 
Beaverton has been charged 
with Possession for the 
Purpose (Methamphetamine). 
Shannon Mark POLS, age 
51 of Beaverton has been 
charged with Possession for 
the Purpose (Cocaine). 

MALE 
ARRESTED 

AFTER BREAK-

A 19-year-old male has been 
arrested for attempting to 

break into a residence in

On Friday, June 20, 2025, at 
approximately 10:20 a.m., 
members from East Division 
responded to a suspicious 
person call in the area of 
Solina Road and Baseline 
Road West. The complainant 
called to advise an unknown 
male was on her property and 
attempting to break into her 
residence. The homeowner 
yelled and the suspect fled 
prior to police arrival.  
Officers set up a perimeter 
and, with the assistance of the 
DRPS K9 and drone units, the 
suspect was located hiding in 
some bushes in a nearby 
greenspace. The drone oper-
ator was able to guide officers 
to the suspect and he was 
arrested without incident.

FATAL 
SHOOTING AT 

AJAX GO 
The victim in Durham 
Region’s fourth homicide has 
been identified as 28-year-old 
male from Pickering.  
On Sunday, June 22, 2025, at 
approximately 11:30 p.m., 

members of West Division 
responded to the Ajax GO lot, 
located at 100 Westney Road 
South, for an assist ambu-
lance call. Officers arrived on 
scene where there was an 
unconscious male suffering 
from gunshot wounds. The 
victim was transported to a 
Toronto-area trauma centre 
where he has since suc-
cumbed to his injuries. 
The deceased has been iden-
tified as 28-year-old Isaiah 
LITTLE of Ajax.

A 28-year-old male is charged 
with attempted murder in 
Blackstock. 
On Friday, June 20, 2025, at 
approximately 4:15 a.m., 
members of North Division 
responded to an assist ambu-

lance call in the area of 
Sunrise Drive and Crestview 
Avenue. Officers arrived on 
scene and located an adult 
male suffering from obvious 
signs of trauma. The victim 
was transported to a Toronto-
area trauma centre where he 
remains in stable condition. 
The suspect was arrested on 
scene by police. The suspect 
and victim are known to each 
other.

Police are looking for any wit-
nesses after a 16-year-old 
male was stabbed in Ajax. 
On Friday, June 13, 2025, at 
approximately 11:55 p.m., 
members of West Division 
responded to the area of 
Audley Road and Lythgoe 
Lane after multiple 9-1-1 calls 
were received for a fight.  A 
large number of people were 
seen dispersing from area as 
officers arrived on scene.  
Officers were unable to locate 
any injured parties.   
A short time later a 16-year-
old male attended a local-area 
hospital suffering from stab 
wounds. It was confirmed that 
the victim was injured during 
the fight call.  He was subse-
quently transported to a 
Toronto-area trauma centre 
where he remains in stable, 
but critical condition.  
A 21-YEAR-OLD 

RECOVERING 
AFTER BEING 
STABBED IN 

OSHAWA 
A 21-year-old is recovering in 
hospital after being stabbed in 
Oshawa. 
On Saturday, June 14, 2025, 
at approximately 11:40 a.m., 
members from Central East 
Division responded to a stab-
bing call in the area of Oxford 
Street and Wentworth Street 
West.  Officers arrived on 
scene and located an individ-
ual suffering from multiple 
stab wounds; they were trans-
ported to a Toronto-area trau-
ma centre where they remain 
in stable condition.  Through 
investigation it was deter-
mined the victim's boyfriend 
was responsible, however he 
fled the scene prior to police 
arrival. 

After an extensive search and 
investigative efforts, the male 
was located and taken into 
custody without incident. 
A 38-year-old male of Oshawa 
has been charged with 
Aggravated Assault, Assault 
with a Weapon and 
Possession of Weapon.

Three people have been 
arrested and are facing multi-
ple charges after police exe-
cuted two search warrants in 
Pickering. 
On Thursday, June 12, 2025, 
the Durham Regional Police 
Service Drug Enforcement 
Unit, with the assistance of 
the Gun and Gang 
Enforcement Unit concluded a 

seven-month drug investiga-
tion dubbed “Project 
Quantum” with the arrest of 
three individuals and the exe-
cution of two warrants at 
addresses in Pickering.  
During the search of the resi-
dence and a vehicle, investi-
gators seized several items, 
including two magazines with 
ammunition, more than 1.1 
kilograms of cocaine, a quan-
tity of heroin and fentanyl and 
more than $40,000 in cash. 
A 38-year-old male from 
Pickering has been charged 
with Possession for the 
Purpose (Cocaine) x 2, 
Possession for the Purpose 
(Heroin), Possession for the 
Purpose (Fentanyl), Possess 
Prohibited Device and Fail to 
Comply Weapons Prohibition 
x 3.  
A 35-year-old female from 
Pickering has been charged 
with Possession for the 
Purpose (Cocaine), 
Possession for the Purpose 
(Heroin), Possession for the 
Purpose (Fentanyl), and 
Possess Prohibited Device. 
A 54-year-old male from 
Mississauga has been 
charged with Possession for 
the Purpose (Cocaine).

Police are appealing for wit-
nesses to come forward after 
hate motivated graffiti was 
discovered in Oshawa. 
On Sunday, June 15, 2025, at 
approximately 2:50 p.m., 
members from East Division 
responded to a mischief call in 
the area of Adelaide Avenue 
East and Townline Road 
North.  The victim’s property 
was defaced by unknown sus-
pect(s) with hateful and 
derogatory slurs. 
Investigators believe the vic-
tim’s home was specifically 
targeted and are appealing to 
anyone in the area who may 
have information to come for-
ward 
We are deeply concerned and 
disheartened by this act of 

hate and property damage 
directed toward the 
2SLGBTQI+ community and 
all those impacted by this 
senseless act.  Everyone 
deserves to feel safe and 
accepted for who they are.  An 
investigation is underway, and 
we are committed to ensuring 
those responsible are held 
accountable.
