DURHAM ~ Human
Trafficking is a global prob-
lem. Durham region is not
excluded. Just this past week
three were Arrested After
Human Trafficking
Investigation in Durham.

Two males and a female are
facing numerous charges fol-
lowing a human trafficking
investigation in  Durham
Region and the Greater
Toronto Area.

In May 2025, investigators
with  the DRPS Human
Trafficking Unit (HTU) began
an investigation after receiv-
ing reports of a female being
groomed into escorting. The
female was threatened with
physical violence and forced
to work in the sex trade across
Durham Region and the GTA.
In March 2026, investigators
concluded their investigation
and executed a search war-
rant at a residence in
Pickering. As a result, two
male suspects and a female
suspect were taken into cus-
tody. In addition, several
drugs, a loaded firearm, and
prohibited overcapacity maga-
zines were located and
seized.

Police have concerns there
may be further victims.
Jeffery Earle SHIRLEY,
age 47 from Pickering is fac-
ing numerous charges includ-
ing: Trafficking in Persons,
Material Benefit Over 18,
Procurring/Exercise Control
Over 18, Advertise Sexual
Services, Obtain Sexual
Services for Consideration,
Contravention of Storage
Regulations, Possession of
Weapon Dangerous,
Unauthorized Possession of a
Firearm, Unauthorized
Possession of a Prohibited
Device, Loaded
Prohibited/Restricted Firearm
with  Readily Accessible
Ammunition, Possess
Schedule | Substance for the
Purpose of Trafficking
(cocaine), Possess Schedule
| Substance for the Purpose of
Trafficking  (methampheta-

mine), Possess Schedule |
Substance for the Purpose of
Trafficking (fentanyl), Possess
Schedule | Substance for the
Purpose of Trafficking (perco-
cet), and Breach Prohibition
Order x2.

At the time of his arrest,
SHIRLEY was already bound
by a weapons prohibition
order.

Taylor Daniel EIBBETT,
age 36 from Oshawa is facing
numerous charges including:
Trafficking in Persons,
Material Benefit Over 18,
Procurring/Exercise Control
Over 18, Advertise Sexual
Services, Obtain Sexual
Services for Consideration,
Possession for the Purposes
of Selling Cannabis, Possess
Schedule | Substance for the
Purpose of Trafficking
(methamphetamine), Possess
Schedule | Substance for the
Purpose of Trafficking (hero-
in), and Possess Schedule |
Substance for the Purpose of
Trafficking (percocet).
Amanda Lee PAR-
TRIDGE, age 34 from
Pickering is charged with:
Material Benefit Over 18.
SHIRLEY and EIBBETT
were held for a bail hearing.
PARTRIDGE was released on
an Undertaking.

In 2024, the Human

Trafficking Unit investigated
249 incidents that involved
elements of human trafficking.
Of these incidents, 211 indi-
viduals (87 under 18 years of

age) were assisted/provided
services, either due to their
involvement in human traffick-
ing or their risk of becoming
involved in human trafficking-
related activity. As a result of
these investigations, 111
charges were laid, and 73
accused/people of interest
were identified.

Human trafficking is a human
rights violation and a form of
gender-based violence. It's
not the victim’s fault. They did
nothing wrong.

What is Human Trafficking?
Human trafficking is often
under-reported and misunder-
stood. It thrives when there’s
an unequal balance of power.
Human Trafficking is...
Human trafficking is the
recruitment, transportation,
harbouring or controlling of
persons for the purpose of
forced labour, including work
in the sex trade.

It involves abuse, coercion
and manipulation, and it's
internationally recognized as
a form of slavery.

Human trafficking can include:
Psychological manipulation,
emotional abuse, lies, threats,
violence and isolation.
Holding and controlling some-
one’s money and/or ID.forc-

ing, coercing, pressuring
someone to have sex for
money.

Human Trafficking is NOT...
Human trafficking is not the
same as kidnapping or cross-
border smuggling.
Despite the widespread myth,
human trafficking does not
need to involve the movement
of a person across a border or
in a shipping container. In fact,
most people who are traf-
ficked in Durham Region are
from Durham Region.
Human Trafficking Can Take
Many Forms

Human trafficking can take
many other forms such as
domestic labour trafficking,
organ trafficking, forced crime,
forced child marriage, and
more.
