The Crater Lake Chapter of the DAR is delighted to offer a scholarship award opportunity up to $500 to female 

students who are graduating or have graduated from high school within Jackson County and will be or are 

attending an accredited 2-year college, 4-year college or vocational/technical institution. 

 

Essay to be written covering the following 5 points: (2 page minimum, typed, doubled spaced, 12 font) 

 1. Introduction of self and family. Include how you demonstrate of historic preservation, patriotism, 

extracurricular actives, community service, and/or contributing to the wellbeing of our country. 

 2. How are you and your family connected with history? Include if you or a family member is a member 

of Daughters of the American Revolution, Sons of the American Revolution or Children of the American 

Revolution. 

 3. Why is history important to preserve? 

 4. What are your goals and plans to attain them? Include your intended major; it is preferred that your 

major be related but not limited to the military (ROTC), history, journalism, photography, or other related 

fields that benefit our community and country. 

 5. How will this scholarship assist you to reach your goals? 
 

Recipient must use this scholarship for books, supplies and/or other education related items at the campus 

bookstore or as approved by the Crater Lake Chapter, DAR. 
 

Recipient needs to attend our June luncheon to be publicly recognized or by other approved option. 
 

The scholarship is available for undergraduates each year by contacting our scholarship committee and 

submitting a new request accompanied with a new essay. 
 

The deadline is April 1 for us to receive the completed essay and supporting documents needed.  Email 

confirmation of receipt will be given within 72 hours. If you do not receive confirmation, then immediately 

contact us via email. Finalists will be notified of date, time and location for a personal interview. Scholarship 

award recipient(s) will be notified by May 1.
