Known for her 

mastery of collage and assemblage, Ferrer blends rational, mathematical elements with a 

deeply human narrative, creating a provocative tension between the pragmatic and the 

dreamlike. Her work invites viewers to reflect on the complexities of the human experience 

and how our internal contradictions manifest in the material world. 

 

Beneath the striking visuals lies a subtle exploration of gender dynamics, touching on themes 

such as the objectification of women and the pressures of contemporary life. Ferrer’s art 

pushes us to confront how these issues shape our understanding of reality and spirituality, 

making this exhibition a must-see for art lovers and cultural enthusiasts alike.
