Between the Waves, a solo exhibition by Brazilian-American artist and MIFA Printmaking 

Program graduate, Maricy Clark. Curated by Helio Salcedo, this exhibition opens Saturday, 

June 7, and runs through June 28, 2025. 

Drawing inspiration from the gentle rhythms and poetic melancholy of Bossa Nova music, Clark 

transforms her mastery of printmaking into a contemplative visual experience. With flowing 

lines, soothing textures, and a delicate palette enriched by flashes of vibrant color, her work 

evokes the feeling of a quiet afternoon breeze, a heartbeat syncing with the ocean, and the beauty 

found in stillness. 

“Bossa Nova isn’t just music—it’s a space to pause, a space to feel,” says Clark. “Through my 

prints, I wanted to echo that serene rhythm and let viewers drift into that space between 

movement and stillness.” 



As a graduate of the prestigious MIFA Printmaking Program, Clark’s journey embodies the spirit 

of technical refinement and creative exploration championed by the institution. Her return to 

MIFA for this solo exhibition marks a significant milestone, celebrating her evolution as both a 

printmaker and storyteller.

Bossa Nova music, light refreshments, and a chance to meet the artist.
