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“This piece revolves around a simple chord progression however, if you 
count the bars, instead of the usual loop of 8 there are only 7. The missing 
bar is restored at the end of the piece. Musical jokes aren’t very funny but it 
adds a little intrigue to the composition if you are that way disposed.”
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In a world where everything is increasingly obvious, that which intrigues, 
that which cannot be fully perceived holds us in its power. We should seek 
out and value that which is unique – in ourselves, in others and in the world.
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
