SPONSOR CERTIFICATE AND LETTER OF 
GOOD STANDING 

The purpose of a sponsor certificate is for the 
 individual (sponsor) to aid the candidate in leading a 
Christian life in a manner that faithfully fulfills the  

obligations of Catholic faith. To do this, the individual 
must be living the Catholic faith. The certificate is a 
sworn statement that attest you are actively attending 
mass, practice the catholic faith, and have received  

Baptism, First Communion and Confirmation. Therefore, 
if you are not a registered parishioner of  this parish, you 

will not be able to be a sponsor. If you wish 
 to become a parishioner, then you must register and wait 
a three-month period before we give you the certificate. 

Completing the Sacraments in this parish does not 
 qualify you to receive a sponsor certificate.

The Oplatki are enjoyed by families, typically right   
before the Christmas Eve meal. The entire family 

will gather around the table with the Oplatek.   
Generally the eldest member of the family will 

begin the ritual by breaking off a piece of the wafer 
and passing it to another family member with a 

blessing.  This blessing can simply consist of what 
you desire for your loved one in the upcoming year 
– whether it be good health, success, or happiness. 
The purpose of this act  is primarily to express ones 
unconditional love and forgiveness for each member 

of his or her family.

Reflections for the week 

 
We begin the holy season of Advent today. Especially at this time of anticipation, we try, as a community of 
the Church, to prepare well for the coming of the Lord. The Gospels are full of descriptions of anticipation. 
Servants await their master’s return. Maidens with lamps in their hands also look for the bridegroom. The 

farmer waits patiently for the land to yield. The apostles who are waiting for the return of the Lord 
Jesus praying before the Passion fall asleep with fatigue. In all these passages, the time of fulfilling the prom-

ise remains a mystery. That is why, at the very beginning of Advent, we hear a call to keep watch, because 
none of us knows on which day the Lord will come. Each of us is waiting. If we know who we are waiting for 

and we hope that He will come, then waiting becomes blessed time. It is a chance for us to grow in a heart 
filled with longing. 

 
 Let us ask ourselves today, how do we want to prepare during this year's Advent for the Lord's coming? If we
