"And the Word became flesh and made his dwelling
among us'" (Jn 1:14).

When we read the Gospel according to St. John, right
from the beginning we can notice that, unlike the other
evangelists, he paints us a different picture of Christmas.
In John's picture, there are neither shepherds, nor a na-
tivity scene, nor the Holy Family. There is the Logos, the
Word of God, who was in the beginning at the creation of
the world, who speaks of God's love for his creation, ac-
companies the work of creation, and even at the moment
of man's sinful fall is spoken as an announcement of his
redemption. This Word ultimately becomes Flesh -
Christ, who takes on a human body to fulfill the promises
of salvation.

Our human words, better or worse, try to show the reali-
ty in us and around us. The Word of God is completely
different. This Word has creative power. The moment it
is spoken, it becomes reality. This is how we read the de-
scription of the creation of the world in the Book of Gene-
sis. God spoke and it came to being. In the Gospel we of-
ten see Jesus, who by speaking a word immediately gives
it creative power. Every time we gather at the Eucharist
we participate in the miracle of transubstantiation: the
Word becomes flesh. It is the faithfulness of God and the
permanence and certainty of His Word that constantly
give us hope.

Today we increasingly experience that our human word
very often loses its meaning. In the world of advertise-
ments and election promises, it is difficult to count on
keeping our word. Very often the word we speak becomes
simply incomprehensible, evil is called good and good is
called evil. By manipulating the word, we bring about a
situation in which the word no longer unites but divides
people. We increasingly experience a world in whi.we
are building a new Tower of Babel.

The celebration of Christmas makes present to us a his-
torical event, an undeniable fact, that the Word became
flesh. God is always faithful and truthful. His Word
comes into the world to'save us. It also becomes flesh in
each of us. Jesus Christ is born not only in Mary. He is
also@orn in us, so that all the Words spoken by God may
be fulfilled in us.
