GOOD STANDING 

The purpose of a sponsor certificate is for the 
 individual (sponsor) to aid the candidate in leading a 
Christian life in a manner that faithfully fulfills the  

obligations of Catholic faith. To do this, the individual 
must be living the Catholic faith. The certificate is a 
sworn statement that attest you are actively attending 
mass, practice the catholic faith, and have received  

Baptism, First Communion and Confirmation. Therefore, 
if you are not a registered parishioner of  this parish, you 

will not be able to be a sponsor. If you wish 
 to become a parishioner, then you must register and wait 
a three-month period before we give you the certificate. 

Completing the Sacraments in this parish does not 
 qualify you to receive a sponsor certificate.

Reflections for the week 
G.K. Chesterton said, "It is sheer cowardice to run 

from marital difficulties, for marriage is a duel to the 
death, which no man of honor should decline." Of 

course, this saying must be well understood. This is 
not a physical duel with a spouse, but a struggle with 
relationship difficulties. The fight is in the name of 

true love for another. The image of such a fascinating 
duel in the name of love that God fights for His cho-

sen nation is described by the prophet Isaiah. The 
Lord God, unsurpassed in His perfection, will not rest 
or remain silent for the sake of His chosen one, Jeru-
salem, until He may marry her. This prophetic and 
poetic text can also be read allegorically, as many 

mystics have done. In the image of Jerusalem, they 
saw our immortal soul for whom God fought fiercely. 

He fights to conform her, to cleanse her of all filth 
and marry her forever. Nothing can discourage God. 
He always wants to go with us and He wants us to 

live with Him now and forever. The Bible very often 
uses the marriage metaphor: the marriage of man and 
God... It may sound strange, but it is one of the most 

beautiful truths communicated to us by the Holy 
Scriptures.

Refleksja na tydzień 
 

G.K. Chesterton powiedział, że: „Uciekanie od trud-
ności małżeńskich to zwykłe tchórzostwo, gdyż 

małżeństwo to pojedynek na śmierć i życie, przed 
którym żaden człowiek honoru nie powinien się cof-
nąć”. Oczywiście to powiedzenie należy dobrze zro-

zumieć. Nie chodzi tu o fizyczny pojedynek z 
małżonkiem, ile o bojowanie z trudnościami w 

związku. Walka toczy w imię prawdziwej miłości do 
drugiego. Obraz takiego fascynującego pojedynku w 
imię miłości, jaki Bóg toczy o swój wybrany naród 

opisuje nam dzisiaj prorok Izajasz w pierwszym 
czytaniu. Pan Bóg, niedościgły w swej doskonałości 

nie spocznie i nie umilknie ze względu na swoją 
wybrankę, Jerozolimę, aż będzie mógł ją poślubić. 
Ten poetycki tekst prorocki można też odczytywać 

alegorycznie, podobnie jak czyniło to wielu 
mistyków. W obrazie Jerozolimy widzieli oni bow-
iem ludzką duszę, o którą zaciekły bój toczy Bóg. 
Walczy po to, aby ją sobie usposobić, oczyścić z 

wszelkiej zmazy i zaślubić na wieki. Nic nie jest w 
stanie zniechęcić Boga do człowieka. On zawsze 

chce z nami iść i pragnie abyśmy z Nim żyli teraz i 
na zawsze. Biblia bardzo często posługuje się meta-

forą małżeńską: zaślubiny człowieka i Boga… Brzmi 
to może dziwnie, ale to jedna z najpiękniejszych 
prawd przekazanych nam przez Pismo święte.

La Domenica della Parola di Dio 

Con la Lettera apostolica Aperuit illis del 30 settem-
bre 2019 papa Francesco ha istituito per tutta la 
Chiesa la Domenica della Parola di Dio, fissandola – 
secondo il Calendario liturgico romano – alla III do-
menica del Tempo Ordinario, momento partico-
larmente adatto «a rafforzare i legami con gli ebrei e 
a pregare per l’unità dei cristiani». 

Tenendo conto dello specifico Calendario ambrosi-
ano, che situa la festa della Sacra Famiglia di Gesù, 
Maria e Giuseppe (e la corrispondente Giornata per 
la Famiglia) all’ultima domenica di gennaio, nella 
Diocesi di Milano la Domenica della Parola di Dio 
viene fissata stabilmente alla penultima domenica di 
gennaio, che nel 2022 cade il 23 gennaio.  

Lo scopo di questa domenica è quello di 
promuovere «la celebrazione, la riflessione e la 
divulgazione della Parola di Dio». Per fare questo, al 
n. 3 del motu proprio vengono date le seguenti in-
dicazioni: «Nella celebrazione eucaristica si possa 
intronizzare il testo sacro, così da rendere evidente 
all’assemblea il valore normativo che la Parola di 
Dio possiede. In questa domenica, in modo partico-
lare, sarà utile evidenziare la sua proclamazione e 
adattare l’omelia per mettere in risalto il servizio che 
si rende alla Parola del Signore. I Vescovi potranno 
in questa Domenica celebrare il rito del Lettorato o 
affidare un ministero simile, per richiamare l’im-
portanza della proclamazione della Parola di Dio 
nella liturgia. È fondamentale, infatti, che non venga 
meno ogni sforzo perché si preparino alcuni fedeli 
ad essere veri annunciatori della Parola con una 
preparazione adeguata, così come avviene in ma-
niera ormai usuale per gli accoliti o i ministri straor-
dinari della Comunione. Alla stessa stregua, i parro-
ci potranno trovare le forme per la consegna della 
Bibbia, o di un suo libro, a tutta l’assemblea in mo-
do da far emergere l’importanza di continuare nella 
vita quotidiana la lettura, l’approfondimento e la 
preghiera con la Sacra Scrittura, con un particolare 
riferimento 
alla lectio 
divina». 
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
