The purpose of a sponsor certificate is for the 
 individual (sponsor) to aid the candidate in leading a 
Christian life in a manner that faithfully fulfills the  

obligations of Catholic faith. To do this, the individual 
must be living the Catholic faith. The certificate is a 
sworn statement that attest you are actively attending 
mass, practice the catholic faith, and have received  

Baptism, First Communion and Confirmation. Therefore, 
if you are not a registered parishioner of  this parish, you 

will not be able to be a sponsor. If you wish 
 to become a parishioner, then you must register and wait 
a three-month period before we give you the certificate. 

Completing the Sacraments in this parish does not 
 qualify you to receive a sponsor certificate.

Reflections for the week 

This Sunday is the last Sunday of the Liturgical Year and the Feast of Christ the King. The readings show us 
that as difficult it was to understand the royal dignity of Christ to the people of his time, so too it is often just 
as difficult for us. More than two thousand years have passed since the passion, death, Resurrection and glori-
ous Ascension of Jesus Christ, and we still have a problem understanding the truth that His mysterious king-

dom is not of this world. It is not a political institution like the kingdoms of Earth. 
 His kingdom is a kingdom of justice, peace and joy in the Holy Spirit. Those who are part of this kingdom are 

those who have accepted God's will in their lives and carry it out. When in prayer we ask that His kingdom 
come, we are really asking for God to reign in our lives. Do I really accept such a king, who hangs tortured 

and nailed to the cross? Do I want him to reign over me? Confronted with these questions, we must determine 
where we stand. Which kingdom do I wish to serve? The kingdom of God or Satan? The kingdom of light and 
peace or darkness and unrest? Do I accept such a king, who in this world’s terms was defeated? Perhaps it is 

the grace of God that fills me that allows me to see the crucified Lord? The Lord, who is omnipotent and 
strengthens me in goodness. When it is hard for you, when life becomes a burden to bear, but also in moments 

of joy, let us look to the cross. Let us adore the cross! That is the real throne of our King!

Refleksja na tydzień 
 
 

Dzisiejsza Niedziela to ostatnia Niedziela Roku Liturgicznego i Uroczystość Jezusa 
Chrystusa, Króla Wszechświata. Czytania pokazują nam, że tak jak nie było łatwo zrozumieć królewską god-
ność Chrystusa Jemu współczesnym, tak często nie jest łatwo i nam. Ponad dwa tysiąclecia minęły od wydar-
zeń męki, śmierci, Zmartwychwstania i chwalebnego Wniebowstąpienia Pana Jezusa a my ciągle mamy prob-

lem ze zrozumieniem tej prawdy, że Jego tajemnicze królestwo nie jest z tego świata. Nie jest to instytucja 
polityczna podobna do królestw ziemskich. Jego królestwo to królestwo sprawiedliwości, pokoju i radości w 
Duchu Świętym. Częścią tego królestwa są ci, którzy zaakceptowali w swoim życiu Bożą wolę i ją realizują. 

Kiedy w modlitwie prosimy aby przyszło Jego królestwo, tak naprawdę prosimy aby to Bóg królował w 
naszym życiu. Czy ja naprawdę akceptuję takiego króla, który wisi umęczony i przybity do krzyża? Czy chcę, 

żeby to On panował nade mną? 
Skonfrontowani z tymi pytaniami musimy się określić. W którym królestwie chcę służyć? W królestwie Boga 
czy Szatana? W królestwie światłości i pokoju czy ciemności i niepokoju? Czy akceptuję takiego króla, który 

w kategoriach tego świata przegrał? A może łaska Boża, która mnie napełnia pozwala mi dostrzec w 
ukrzyżowanym Boga? Boga, który jest wszechmocny i mnie umacnia w dobrym. Kiedy jest ci ciężko, kiedy 
życie staje się ciężarem nie do uniesienia ale i w chwilach radości wpatrujmy się w krzyż. Adorujmy krzyż! 

To jest właśnie prawdziwy tron naszego Króla! 
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
