Reflections for the week

WHOEVER WISHES TO COME AFTER ME

One of the most well-known and often quoted sentences that Jesus said is a call to every man: "Whoever wishes to
come after me must deny himself, take up his cross, and follow me." Of course, this is not an easy task. Many rebel
against this. Young people in particular flee from the effort to set requirements, which in turn force them to make a sac-
rifice. There are also questions: What does this following look like? Is it possible? In his address during the 16th World
Youth Day, Pope John Paul I wrote: "Jesus does not ask us to give up living, but to accept a newness and a fullness of
life that only He can give. The human being has a deep-rooted tendency to ‘think only of self,” to regard one’s own per-
son as the center of interest and to see oneself as the standard against which to gauge everything. One who chooses to
follow Christ, on the other hand, avoids being wrapped up in himself and does not evaluate things according to self-
interest. He looks on life in terms of gift and gratuitousness, not in terms of conquest and possession. Life in its fullness
is only lived in self-giving, and that is the fruit of the grace of Christ: an existence that is free and in communion with
God and neighbor.” We can say that following Jesus comes down to making a gift for God and fellow man. This is this
strange reciprocity and ‘partnership’ with the Creator. He offers himself to us, expecting human initiative: offering
yourself to Him. In the book Imitation of Christ, we find four concise pieces of advice to help imitate the Master of
Nazareth and to achieve great peace and true freedom:

- "Seek, child, to do the will of others rather than your own."

- "Always choose to have less rather than more." - "Look always for the last place and seek to be beneath all others." -
"Always wish and pray that the will of God be fully carried out in you." Let each of us remember in our choices the
words of Christ in today's Gospel: "For whoever wishes to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my
sake and that of the gospel will save it." To lose life for Christ - this is the essence of following Christ. G

Niech zatem w swoich wyborach kazdy z nas pamigta o stowach Chrystusa zawartych w dzisiejszym fragmencie
Ewangelii: ,,Kto chce zachowa¢ swoje zycie, straci je; a kto straci swe zycie z powodu Mnie i Ewangelii, ten je za-
chowa”. Straci¢ zycie dla Chrystusa — oto wiasnie istota chrzescijanskiego nasladownictwa.



September 14th
Exaltation of the Holy Cross

Early in the fourth century, Saint Helena, mother of the Roman Emperor Constantine, went to Jerusalem in
search of the holy places of Christ’s life. She razed the second-century Temple of Aphrodite, which tradition
held was built over the Savior’s tomb, and her son built the Basilica of the Holy Sepulcher on that spot. Dur-
ing the excavation, workers found three crosses. Legend has it that the one on which Jesus died was identified
when its touch healed a dying woman.

The cross immediately became an object of veneration. At a Good Friday celebration in Jerusalem toward the
end of the fourth century, according to an eyewitness, the wood was taken out of its silver container and
placed on a table together with the inscription Pilate ordered placed above Jesus’ head: Then “all the people
pass through one by one; all of them bow down, touching the cross and the inscription, first with their fore-
heads, then with their eyes; and, after kissing the cross, they move on.”

To this day, the Eastern Churches, Catholic and Orthodox alike, celebrate the Exaltation of the Holy Cross on
the September anniversary of the basilica’s dedication. The feast entered the Western calendar in the seventh
century after Emperor Heraclius recovered the cross from the Persians, who had carried it off in 614, 15 years
earlier. According to the story, the emperor intended to carry the cross back into Jerusalem himself, but was
unable to move forward until he took off his imperial garb and became a barefoot pilgrim.

Reflection

The cross is today the universal image of Christian belief. Countless generations of artists have turned it into
a thing of beauty to be carried in procession or worn as jewelry. To the eyes of the first Christians, it had no
beauty. It stood outside too many city walls, decorated only with decaying corpses, as a threat to anyone who
defied Rome’s authority—including Christians who refused sacrifice to Roman gods. Although believers
spoke of the cross as the instrument of salvation, it seldom appeared in Christian art unless disguised as an
anchor or the Chi-Rho until after Constantine’s edict of toleration.

Pozniej przeniesiono to Swigto na 14 wrzesnia, poniewaz tego dnia wypada rocznica wystawienia
relikwii Krzyza na widok publiczny, a wigc pleI’WSZGJ adOI'aC_]l Krzyza, ktora miata miejsce nastepnego dnia
po poswieceniu bazylik. Swigto Wprowadzono najpierw dla tych kosciotow, ktore posiadaly relikwie Krzyza,
potem za$ dla catego Kosciota Powszechnego
Kosciot w Krzyzu Jezusa widziat zawsze ottarz, na ktorym Syn Bozy dokonal zbawienia $wiata. Dlatego
kazda jego czastka, tak obficie zroszona Jego Najswietsza Krwig, doznawata zawsze szczeg6lnej czci.

O ukrzyzowaniu Pana Jezusa piszg wszyscy Ewangelisci. Co wigcej, podajg bardzo szczegdtowe
okolicznosci tego wydarzenia. Wedlug swiadectwa Ewangelistow Pan Jezus zostat ukrzyzowany okoto
godziny 12, a umart o godzinie 15. Jego pogrzeb odbyt si¢ ok. godziny 17.

Krzyz Chrystusa czci si¢ czynigc znak krzyza. Poczatkowo czyniono krzyz nad przedmiotami, kreslac go
dloniq Miat on by¢ wyznaniem wiary, chroni¢ od nieszczgsé, sprowadzaé Boze blogostawienstwo. Zwyczaj
ten s1€;ga pierwszych wiekow chrzescijanstwa. Byl on traktowany jako credo katolickie, streszczenie najwaz-
niejszych prawd wiary. Stowami podkreslano wiare¢ w Boga w Trojcy Sw1e;tej Jedynego a ruchem reki
podkreslano nasze zbawienie przez Chrystusowg meke i $mier€.
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
