On Monday, November 10, 2025 Mayor Walker called the council meeting to order.  At roll call all members were present and it was determined a quorum did exist.

The first item was approval of the Consent Agenda.  Council member Watts motioned to accept the agenda, seconded by council member Askvig.  The vote in favor was unanimous.

The next item was approval of the Agenda.  Council member Askvig motioned to approve the agenda, seconded by council member Pritchett.  The vote in favor was unanimous.

The only item on the agenda was a request by council member Keith asking for volunteers to help clean the carpet in the community building.  She has a household carpet cleaner but needs help moving chairs, tables, etc.

Council member Askvig said she will help, and also said she has a commercial type carpet cleaner and she would also donate the use of that. There was more discussion but no date set for the cleaning.  The drapes and curtains also need to be taken down and refreshed somehow.  After all that is done, we will then schedule our cleaning person to come and do a deep clean.

In response to public comments, Mayor Walker stated that installation of the speed limit signs for Highway 85 is currently waiting for information from GDOT.  The post for the one on Flat Shoals Road has been installed but we need to get the sign itself programmed.

There was a problem with the heat/air unit in one of the rooms at the Community Building.  We requested bids for replacement of the unit, as it cannot be fixed, and will get it done as soon as possible.

Mayor Walker updated council on Charter updates received from Mr. Mayfield and discussed changes made and other changes that need to be made.  He said we will have to have a work session soon but no date was set.

Financial documents were not available as bank statements were not received in time to prepare the documents.





As there was no more business to discuss, council member Watts motioned to adjourn the meeting at 7:35p.m., seconded by council member Keith.  The vote in favor was unanimous.
