On Monday, October 13, 2025 the council meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Walker and then immediately went into executive session to discuss personnel matters. At 7:25 p.m. the executive session was closed and the council meeting continued.

At roll call all members were present and it as determined a quorum was in attendance for both parts of the meeting.

The first item was approval of the Consent Agenda.  Council member Askvig motioned to approve the agenda, seconded by council member Keith.  The vote in favor was unanimous.

The next item was approval of The Agenda.  The only item on the agenda was for a possible variance to the zoning code, but had been removed prior to the meeting.  Council member Watts motioned to approve the agenda, seconded by council member Keith.  The vote in favor was unanimous.

Council member Watts said the Consolidated Fee Schedule was not up to date and she had proposed updates to the schedule. After discussion of the changes council member Askvig motioned to adopt the updates, seconded by council member Keith.  The vote in favor was unanimous.

Ruth Nash was in attendance and said that someone who rented the community building prior to the co-op club meeting had removed a large, very ornate old mirror from the wall and had not replaced it.  She asked if we could update the rental agreement for the community building to include that nothing can be moved or removed from the building, including but not limited to mirrors, wall decorations and drapes/curtains.   

She also said that whoever was in charge of the last co-op meeting had failed to obtain the key from city hall but someone found a key and they were able to have the meeting.  She asked if we could possible give a key to the president of co-op and let that person be responsible for making sure the building got unlocked and relocked.  Mayor and council were agreeable to that suggestion.

The next item was approval of financial documents.  After some discussion council member Watts motioned to approve the documents as presented, seconded by council member Askvig.  The vote in favor was unanimous.




Council member Watts said she had received several complaints about the condition of Tom Mann Road.  She said she had driven over it just to see how it was.  Since the Cotton Fair uses that road to enter and exit the fair, it was is rather good condition up to the railroad crossing.  Past that point it is extremely bad.  A large truck, firetruck and possibly an ambulance would not be able to use that road in case of an emergency while the train is stopped. 

Council member Keith said during the fairs, vehicles are still parking on highway 85, south of Flat Shoals Road, making it extremely dangerous for vehicles coming out of Flat Shoals.  

The main deterrent seems to be No Parking signs. DOT would have to be involved since Georgia Highway 85 is a state road.

As there was no more business to discuss, council member Pritchett motioned to adjourn the meeting at 8:15 p.m., seconded by council member Askvig.  The vote in favor was unanimous.
