On Monday, February 9, 2026 Mayor Walker called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  At roll call all members were present.  It was determined a quorum did exist.  

The first item was approval of the Consent Agenda.  Council member Watts motioned to approve the agenda, seconded by council member Askvig.  The vote in favor was unanimous.

The next item was approval of the agenda.  Council member Keith motioned to approve the agenda, seconded by council member Wilkins.  The vote in favor was unanimous.

The first item on the agenda was to approve a budget work session for February 24, 2026 at 6:30 p.m.
