-Meeting was called to order at 1800 hours.

-Previous Meeting Minutes: Meeting minutes were reviewed and discussed from January 2021. A motion was made by Z. Rice to approve the minutes, seconded C. Letheby. The motion would pass and the minutes were approved as submitted.
-Treasurer Report: S. McBride provided the financial report based on what was reported in January. There was a change over of Quickbooks software so he was unable to get an accurate number for what was in the account. In January the Board had $39,000 and approximately $10,000 was spent or allocated since then so the assumption is we are at $29,000.
Old Business :
-Ice Machine / Refrigerator: President Ramirez found an ice machine for $3,500. The machine will work for our needs. Locations were discussed with the best option being next to the gear extractor and moving the station towel rack. President Ramirez did not have exact figures for the plumbing for the machine at this time. A motion was made by Z. Rice to purchase the ice machine not to exceed $5,000 and pending the location in the station is approved by the Chief. The motion was seconded by C. Letheby and the motion was approved.
-Patio Furniture: Tabled, Z Rice will continue working on it.
-Picture Banners: The pictures are finished and JLT Photography had the banners put together. Chief Herrmann is requesting the Board pay $320.00 towards the banners. A motion was made by Z. Rice to purchase the banners as needed by Chief Herrmann. The motion was seconded by S. McBride and the motion would be approved.
-Fitness Equipment: All fitness equipment proposed has been purchased and has been put into service. 

New Business:
-Training House Maintenance – The Village has approached the District about helping maintain the house on State Street that we use for training. The Village has asked that we pay to have the exterior of the home painted to keep up with the Village ordinance. A painter was brought in and an estimate of $2,600 was obtained to paint the exterior of the home. Chief Herrmann asked the Village to split the cost with the District and the Village agreed. Chief does not have $1,300 in the budget to paint the house and so he has brought it to the Foreign Fire Board. If the Board denies the request, the funds will likely come out of the training budget. A motion was made by S. McBride to split the cost of painting the training house with the Village. The motion was seconded by Z. Rice and the motion was approved.
-Honor Guard Uniforms – Lt. DePauw has requested the Foreign Fire Board pay for the cost of outfitting Firefighter Saccomanno with the necessary Class A uniform accessories for the Honor Guard. Worst case, the total cost is around $750.00 to get him outfitted. A motion was made by C. Letheby to purchase the necessary equipment to outfit Firefighter Saccomanno with the honor guard uniform not to exceed $800.00. The motion was seconded by JM Monegato and the motion was approved.

-Honor Guard Equipment – Lt. DePauw has requested the Foreign Fire Board pay for two new axes with the new district logo and two new pike poles. The new axes will be updated with the new logo as well as some more detail to make the logo stand out more. The new pike poles would be used to make sure every member of the presenting honor guard had something in their hands. The group was unsure about the pike poles due to the number of times the Guard is used and the number of members that show up at one time to provide guard duties. The group was in agreement to put purchasing the pike poles on hold for right now. A motion was made by C. Letheby to purchase the two axes for the Honor Guard not to exceed $800.00. The motion was seconded by JM Monegato and the motion was approved.
Adjournment – A motion was made by Z. Rice to adjourn the meeting and seconded by JM Monegato. All were in favor and the motion was adjourned at 1820 hours.
