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Roosevelt, Theodore, 1858-1919 26th President, 1901 – 1909, Initiated on January 2, 1901 & made a Mason April 24, 1901, in Matinecock Lodge No. 806, F. & A.M., Oyster Bay, New York & regularly attended lodge while President.. Called Teddy or by his initials, T. R., an American politician, statesman, conservationist, naturalist, historian, and writer who served as the 26th president of the United States from 1901 to 1909. He previously served as the 25th Vice President of the United States under William McKinley from March to September 1901 and as the 33rd governor of New York from 1899 to 1900. Having assumed the presidency after McKinley's assassination, Roosevelt emerged as a leader of the Republican Party and became a driving force for anti-trust and Progressive policies.
A sickly child with debilitating asthma, he overcame his health problems as he grew by embracing a strenuous lifestyle. He integrated his exuberant personality and a vast range of interests and achievements into a "cowboy" persona defined by robust masculinity. He was home-schooled and began a lifelong naturalist avocation before attending Harvard. His book The Naval War of 1812 (1882) established his reputation as a learned historian and popular writer. Upon entering politics, he became the leader of the reform faction of Republicans in New York's state legislature. His wife and mother died on the same night and he was devastated psychologically. He recuperated by buying and operating a cattle ranch in the Dakotas. He served as Assistant Secretary of the Navy under President William McKinley and, in 1898, helped plan the highly successful naval war against Spain. He resigned to help form and lead the Rough Riders, a unit that fought the Spanish army in Cuba to great publicity. Returning a war hero, he was elected governor of New York in 1898. The New York state party leadership disliked his ambitious agenda and convinced McKinley to make Roosevelt his running mate in the 1900 election. Roosevelt campaigned vigorously and the McKinley–Roosevelt ticket won a landslide victory based on a platform of victory, peace, and prosperity. Very extensive history came be found on Wikipedia.

In this way each Freemason strives towards Nobler Deeds, Higher Thoughts, and Greater Achievements in his personal life through daily growth, even as the human race does from generation to generation.

Secondly, as one of my charges I agreed that I would diligently to search the Book of Constitutions and to cause its contents to be read in Lodge, that none may remain ignorant of the precepts it enjoins or of the ordinances which it promulgates. To ensure that this is fulfilled I will begin to include sections of the Constitution and Statues here to be published as well as include a section to be reviewed at our Stated meetings beginning when we return from being dark. We will continue with Article 2.
Article II - Legislative Powers and Assembly in Communication 
§2-1 Legislative Powers. The Legislative powers of this Grand Lodge extend to every case of legislation not expressly delegated by itself to the Lodges; and the Constitutions and Statutes, which it has an inalienable right to adopt and promulgate at its own convenience, and to alter, amend or repeal at its own pleasure, under the limitations therein imposed, are final and binding upon all Lodges and Masons within its jurisdiction, until so altered, amended or repealed. 

§2-2 Annual and Special Communications. The Annual Communication of this Grand Lodge, for the transaction of its regular business, shall be convened at 9:00 o'clock in the forenoon on the first Friday in June of each year. Special Communications may be ordered by the Grand Master whenever in his opinion the welfare of the Fraternity shall require it. A special one-day communication shall be convened by the Grand Master within forty-five days following application therefore in writing setting forth the causes that demand it and signed by the Masters of at least thirty per-cent of the chartered lodges with the consent of their Lodges. 

§2-3 Quorum in Communication. The Master or a Warden or the Elected Representative of at least 50% of the chartered Lodges shall be present in order to transact any business in the Grand Lodge either at an Annual or Special Communication; but upon occasions of ceremony only, the Grand Master, or his duly authorized representative, with a sufficient number of brethren to fill the stations and places, may at any time open the Grand Lodge and perform the ceremonies for which it was convened. 

§2-4 Order of Business at Annual Communication. The election of Grand Officers shall be the first order of business in the afternoon of the first day of the Annual Communication. No other business shall be considered until after the election has been concluded. The proclamation of the installation of the Grand Officers shall be the last order of business of the Grand Lodge and no other business shall be transacted thereafter. All other Grand Officers shall be appointed by the Grand Master-elect and announced at the conclusion of elections at each Annual Communication; shall be properly invested before the close thereof, if present, and otherwise pursuant to the direction of the Grand Master; and shall hold the respective offices during his will and pleasure. All appointments to office by the Grand Master shall be considered complimentary and shall not be regarded as creating any obligation of any kind on any succeeding Grand Master.

EA Tracing Board 
(Continued from last month’s TB)
Each month I will add additional Sections 
Section 3, 4, 5 & 6 of 13
Section 3.
” Our Lodges are situated due East & West, because all places of divine worship, as well as Mason’s regular well-formed, constituted Lodges, are, or ought to be, so situated: for which we assign three Masonic reasons: first, the Sun, The Glory Of God, rises in the East and sets in the West., second, learning originated in the East., and thence spread its benign influence to the West.; the third, last and grand reason, which is too long to be entered upon now, is explained in the course of our Lectures, which I hope you will have many opportunities of hearing” 
The first two reasons are easily understood, however, the third “Last & Great Reason” poses a problem, in that, to my knowledge it is not covered anywhere in the Emulation; Ancient or Canadian Rituals, however I have uncovered a source that informs me that it is covered in the Australian Work (New South Wales Ritual) as practiced in Southern Cross Lodge #44 BC&YR.
For your information, the explanation is as follows:-
“Our Lodges are situated due E. and W. because all places of Divine Worship, as well as regular, well formed, and properly constituted Lodges are, or ought to be, so situated, for which we, as Masons, assign three reasons:
Firstly, the Sun, the Glory of the Lord, rises in the E. and sets in the W.; secondly, learning originated in the E., and thence spread its benign influence to the W.; thirdly, whenever we contemplate the beautiful works of creation, how ready and willing ought we to be to adore the Almighty Creator.
From the earliest period of time we have been taught to believe in the existence of a Deity, who has never left Himself without a living witness among men. We read of Abel bringing a more acceptable offering to the Lord than his brother Cain, of Noah being a just and upright man and a teacher of righteousness, of Enoch being translated, of Jacob wrestling with an angel, prevailing, and thereby obtaining for himself and his posterity a blessing.
But we never hear or read of any place being set apart for the public solemnization of Divine, Worship, until after the happy deliverance of the Children of Israel from their Egyptian bondage, which it pleased the Lord to effect with a high hand and an outstretched arm, under conduct of his faithful servant, Moses, according to a promise made to his forefather Abraham, that he would make of his seed a great and mighty nation, even as the stars in heaven for number or the sands of the sea for multitude.
And as they were to possess the gates of their enemies and inherit the Promised Land, the Almighty thought proper to reveal unto them those three celebrated institutions, namely, the Moral, Ceremonial, and Judicial Laws.
And for the better solemnization of Divine Worship, as well as a receptacle for the Books and Tables of the law, Moses caused a tent or Tabernacle to be erected in the wilderness, which, by God’s special command, was situated due E. and W, for Moses did everything according to a plan showed him by the Lord on Mount Sinai.
This tent or Tabernacle afterwards proved the model or ground plan, with respect to situation, of that most magnificent Temple built at Jerusalem, by that wise and mighty Prince, King Solomon, whose regal splendor and unparalleled luster far transcends our ideas.
This is the third, last and grand reason we Freemasons give, why all places of Divine Worship, as well as regularly constituted Masonic Lodges ought to be so situated.

Section 4
“Our Lodges are supported by three great pillars. They are called, Wisdom, Strength & Beauty.
Wisdom to contrive, Strength to support and Beauty to adorn 
Wisdom to conduct us in all our undertakings
Strength to support us in all our difficulties, &
Beauty to adorn the inward man
The universe is the Temple of the deity whom we serve.
Wisdom, Strength, and Beauty are about his throne as pillars of his works, for his Wisdom is infinite, His Strength omnipotent, and Beauty shines through the whole of the creation in symmetry and order”
In commencing this section, I believe it is reasonable to assume that as Freemasons we already know that these THREE pillars referred to are the TWO which stand at the entrance to the Temple and the THIRD being the Worshipful Master of his Lodge.
For those who are curious and would appreciate a full description, of not only these TWO great pillars, but of the entire Temple itself, I refer you to 1 Kings Chapters 6 & 7. Considering the fact that the majority of our ritual surrounds the building of this magnificent structure, I highly recommend this reading and sincerely believe it will add to your appreciation of WHY it was chosen as a model for our emulation.
Our studies teach us that WISDOM is represented by an Ionic Column (Pillar), which is the most complex in design of the three, therefore requiring the most knowledge and skill to create. Thus it seems perfectly reasonable that this Pillar should be representative of the Master of the Lodge.
The second pillar, which stands to the South Side of the Temple, and represents STRENGTH, is a Doric Column and being of the strongest design is said to represent the Senior Warden of the Lodge.
The third and. last pillar, which stands to the South Side of the Lodge, and represents BEAUTY, is a Corinthian Column and being the most ornate of the three is said to represent the Junior Warden of the Lodge.
With this information before us, we can now readily see how our leaders are often referred to as PILLARS OF THE LODGE AND THE COMMUNITY AT LARGE. What a wonderful compliment!!!!!!!
Section 5.
These words are beautiful is every respect.
“The Heavens he has stretched forth as a canopy; the earth he has planted as a footstool; He crowns his Temple with stars as with DIADEM, and with His Hand He extends the Power & the Glory.
The Sun and Moon are messengers of His Will and all His Law is CONCORD. 
The Three great pillars supporting a Freemason’s Lodge are emblematic of those Divine attributes, and further represent, Solomon King of Israel; Hiram King of Tyre & Hiram Abif.
Solomon King of Israel for his Wisdom in building, completing and dedicating the Temple at Jerusalem to God’s service; Hiram King of Tyre for his Strength in supporting him with men and materials & Hiram Abif for his curious and masterly workmanship in Beautifying and adorning the same.
But as we have no noble orders of Architecture known by Wisdom; Strength & Beauty, we refer them to the three most celebrated, which are Ionic, Doric & Corinthian”
Suffice it to say that Freemasonry has an incredibly strong and beautiful foundation which has withstood hundreds of years of wear and tear and continues to attract men to its ranks in ever increasing numbers.
I have highlighted two words in this quotation, which I personally feel are exceedingly beautiful. They are DIADEM, which my dictionary informs me is “Crown; Regal Power & Dignity” and CONCORD, which is defined as “In Total Harmony”
Often we hear the criticism that the wording in our Lectures should be modernized. When I read this beautiful description of God’s work I shudder to think of what someone would put in its place.

Section 6 
In this section the beautiful words continue.
“The covering of a Freemason’s Lodge is a celestial canopy of divers (various) colors, even the heavens. The way by which we, as Masons, hope to arrive there is by the assistance of a ladder, in Scripture called “Jacob’s Ladder” (Geneses 28.12).
It is composed of many staves or rounds, which point out as many moral virtues, but the three principal ones, which are Faith, Hope and Charity.
Faith in the Great Architect of the Universe, Hope in Salvation and to be in Charity with all men
It reaches to the Heavens, and rests on the Volume of the Sacred Law, because by the doctrines contained in that Holy Book, we are taught to believe in the dispensation of Divine Providence, which belief strengthens our Faith, and enables us to ascend the first step; 
This Faith naturally creates in us a Hope of becoming partakers of the blessed promises therein recorded, which Hope enables us to ascend the second step; but the third and last being Charity, comprehends the whole, and the Mason who is possessed of this virtue in its most ample sense may justly be deemed to have attained the summit of his profession; figuratively speaking, an Ethereal (Celestial &/or Heavenly) Mansion veiled from mortal eyes by the starry firmament emblematically depicted here by Seven Stars, which have an allusion to as many regular made Masons, without which number, no Lodge is perfect, neither can any candidate be legally initiated into the Order.”
I believe that we are all perfectly aware that Freemasonry is NOT a religion, but that does not mean in any way that its members and their families are irreligious people.
To the contrary, it is my personal view that we, as Masons, are encouraged to apply our religious teachings to our daily lives and when combined with our Masonic principles and virtues cannot help but make us better people. I am certain that the above Tracing Board section bears out my comments.


Wisdom:
Cable tow
Cable tow is a phrase familiar to all Masons, but one that doesn't appear much in daily life outside of the Craft. It is thought that the term originates with the ancient builders. In former times, a piece of yarn or spun fiber was called a taw or tau. If you took several pieces of these fibers and spun them into a thick, corded rope, you produce a cable-taw. Through the evolution of language, it is thought that the phrase morphed into cable tow, having become a well-known symbol for all Freemasons.
I suggest this again goes back to uniting or bringing together or building as applied by the old meaning of Masonry (to build).
Is there a distinction between Masonic oath and Masonic obligation?
The oath is the So help me, God at the end of any solemn promise made with your hand upon the Book of the Law. The obligation is the substance of the preceding promises. Oath is thus symbolical of man’s fear of God; obligation signifies the promises and agreements made preceding the oath.

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More about former President Theodore “Teddy” Roosevelt  Ref.Weird History
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In 1895, T.R. became the New York City Police Commissioner. In his two years in the post, he made quite the impact. He fired the police chief. He took on political bosses. He strongly enforced vice laws. And he created what would become the basis for the modern day police academy. 
T.R. also made a habit of going on walks in the middle of the night, in disguise, to check that his officers were on duty. His secret midnight walks were so successful that journalists began to follow him everywhere - making the secret walks a bit less secret.
"These midnight rambles are great fun." - Teddy Roosevelt

On October 14, 1912, while campaigning in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, a man named John Schrank fired a Colt .38 at Roosevelt's chest from a distance of four or five feet But T.R. survived - the bullet was slowed by the rolled-up speech and metal eyeglasses case in his jacket pocket. 
Instead of going to the hospital, T.R. insisted they continue on to the auditorium, where he delivered the speech for over an hour. Afterward, he went to the hospital, where doctors discovered the bullet was lodged in his rib. The bullet remained inside him for the rest of his life. 
He announced at the beginning of his speech, “I don’t know whether you fully understand that I have just been shot—but it takes more than that to kill a Bull Moose.” - Teddy Roosevelt

T.R. studied boxing after being bullied as a child and continued with the sport through college at Harvard. And he didn't let a little thing like becoming president stop him from boxing - he would often box during his time in the Oval Office. That is, until he was blinded in one eye. "I had to abandon boxing as well as wrestling, for in one bout a young captain of artillery cross-countered me on the eye, and the blow smashed the little blood vessels. Fortunately it was my left eye, but the sight has been dim ever since, and if it had been the right eye I should have been entirely unable to shoot... Accordingly I thought it better to acknowledge that I had become an elderly man and would have to stop boxing. I then took up jiujitsu..." - Teddy Roosevelt
He Became a War Hero at the Battle of San Juan Hill

One may know the basic details of this story - that while serving with the Rough Riders, T.R. led the charge up Kettle Hill during the notoriously bloody battle of San Juan Hill in the Spanish-American War. But the actual details are even more insane.
T.R. had the only horse and led it back and forth between the guns at the front of the advance. When his horse was injured - caught in barbed wire - he continued up on foot. 
The most important note, though, is this: the entire advancement of the Rough Riders up Kettle Hill was T.R.'s call. He received no order from his superiors. 
"On the day of the big fight I had to ask my men to do a deed that European military writers consider utterly impossible of performance, that is, to attack over open ground an unshaken infantry armed with the best modern repeating rifles behind a formidable system of entrenchments. The only way to get them to do it in the way it had to be done was to lead them myself." - Teddy Roosevelt
While living in North Dakota, T.R. became a deputy sheriff. During this time, he once pursued three boat thieves through a frozen river. After capturing them, he personally took them to Dickinson for trial, rather than allow them to be hanged by vigilantes. On the journey, he watched them for forty hours straight without sleep - reading Tolstoy to keep himself occupied.
“I kept guard over the three prisoners, who were huddled into a sullen group some twenty yards off, just the right distance for the buckshot in the double-barrel.” - Teddy Roosevelt
When former President Teddy Roosevelt passed in his sleep in 1919, Thomas R. Marshall, the setting Vice President said, “Death had to take Roosevelt sleeping, for if he had been awake there would have been a fight.”
