I would especially like to thank my stewards who made my day in the ring relaxed and stress free!  I was extremely happy with my winners. I was, as always, looking for a balanced dog with no exaggerations and my winners fulfilled the criteria. I found heads very varied and some of my placings were narrowed down to the shape and expression of the true Gordon head. Movement I felt was superior in the bitches to the dogs. Colour is varied – we have some super coloured dogs in the ring whilst others are getting blacker. We must adhere to the standard and try to keep that glorious chestnut tan!
Special Vintage Dog 2 (0)
1. Butlers Sh Ch Yennadon Lochan at Rubymoon JW ShCM – how lovely to see one of our top winning dogs back in the ring. At 12 years old he looked in lovely coat and condition. He has a good shaped head and gentle eye. Enjoyed stepping out around the ring with aplomb and holding his topline. Delighted to award him Best Veteran Dog.
2. Hallidays Yennadon Reiss SGWC – another special 12 year old boy. A little lighter in frame than 1 and not as well off for coat but he can still move like a youngster! Good head and eye and front assembly. Not quite as strong as 1 in hindquarters.
Veteran Dog 5 (0)  
1. Greggs Locksheath Beachcomber – headed a very nice class. Well balanced compact boy of good colour and correct size. He has a good head and eye and held his topline on the move . Cruised around the ring with confidence.
2. Bell, Millar & Bell BalnakeilBeinn Corradail of Blairbelles – 7 years old and a lovely example of the breed. Good strong quarters and well coated in good bloom. He has a lovely head and a kind eye. A little heavier through than my winner and a shade darker in colour he did not stride out quite as well as 1 today. 2 lovely dogs

1 New – Benbuie The Last Hurrah Naf Taf – What a lovely youngster! Full of exuberance as to be expected in one so young. He has a pleasing head and dark eye, lovely shoulder placement and reach of neck. He is in bonny condition with a gorgeous rich tan and strong bone. Very well balanced on the stack but a bit erratic on the move which I forgave him!  Best Puppy in Show.
2 Mitchells Cottonstones Dawn Treader By Brobruick – another raw baby with a good head and eye and strong in neck and forequarters. Lovely rich tan. Not quite as together as 1 as yet – he needs to grow into his long legs. Moved positively for one so young. Well handled

1 Halls Rhiwgerrig Caractacus by Melview –  Stood squarely and proud. He has the most beautiful head and expression and lean neck leading into good lay of shoulder. Good compact body, level topline and correct tailset. Glorious colour. He isn’t listening to his handler at present which spoils his movement but he’s young and has everything in the right place for me!
2 Macauley  Waseley Lazy Dayz at Stylersetts – Heavier through than 1 and doesn’t need anymore coat! Pleasing head,and enough reach of neck. Preferred shoulders on 1. Moved steadily using his good rear quarters to advantage.
Yearling Dog 4 (0)
1 Sinclair – Laurelach Bugatti at Siochail – Loved the head neck and shoulders on this boy. He had the best topline in the class. Short coupled hence well balanced throughout. Angulation correct fore and aft and moved really well to win him this class
2 Hogg Gailiech Wirnpa – another nice type. Good head and eye , ribs well sprung and short in couplings. Good coat and correct tail set. Just stood a little straight in stifle today.

2 Ball Lignum Caribou – My notes say big lad – well off for bone! Pleasant head and good shoulders. Carrying a touch too much weight. He moved well. Just preferred tailset of 1

1 Halliday Hero Majestic Manon Lescaut Yennadon (Imp CZE)  Nice sized dog  with a well defined head and dark eye.  Excels in neck and shoulder, good bone and tight feet. Looking a little long in body at present but he is a young dog and maturity should balance him. Strong rear quarters. Moved very soundly
2	Gregg Caradilis Fiach Dubh – Nice head shape. A little heavy over the shoulder but good rear angulation. Could not settle on the move.
 Postgraduate Dog 6 (0)
Two lovely dogs – similar remarks apply. They will change places often.
1. Cuthbertson Lainnireach Star Gazer JW – Excellent type – masculine head with plenty of work, beautiful elegant neck sloping into well laid shoulders Excellent topline which he held on the move and good strong hindquarters ensured that he covered the ring with ease
2. Miller Cafotaliena Heart of a Hero. I have watched this boy from ringside and hands on he doesn’t disappoint. Similar remarks apply as to my winner. He moves effortlessly fore and aft. Splitting hairs but the head of 1 won me over.
3. Halliday Hero Majestic Manon Lescaut Yennadon

1 McCarthy Hernwood Boston High Flyer – Nice head and kind eye. A little stuffy in neck and shoulder. He has good bone, level topline and sufficient rear angulation. Moved soundly
2 Ede Burroughtof Loch Leven at Glenarden – Similar type and size to 1 Pleasing head and eye, good bone and front assembly. Moved soundly. 


Not quite the drive of 1 today.

Limit Dog 8 (0)

1 Fudge Fieldberry Secret Weapon at Rufusmoor JW SGWC – My surprise of the day! Saw him as a puppy and was amazed at his size, however he has matured into his frame beautifully and stands a lovely example of the breed. Strong colour, beautiful head and expression, lean neck, good shoulder placement. Short in couplings he is so well balanced. He moved effortlessly with style. Close up for the CC – his crown will come. Res CC.
2 Miller – Liric Just the Ticket – Another good honest Gordon. A good sized boy with ample bone. Not quite the style of my winner and sporting a darker tan but he is solidly built and moved extremely well maintaining his topline and using his correctly set tail to advantage to win him this placing.
3 Morgan Caradilis Sky Rocket

What a lovely class of Gordons!  All worthy champions.
1 Mitchells Sh Ch Cafotaliena Thief of Hearts by Brobruick. This lad takes me right back to the old days. At first sight he stands so well balanced. He has a masculine head without any coarseness and a kind eye. He is superb in neck and shoulder, and deep in the forechest. He propels himself around the ring economically on short hocks and excellent rear angulation. So pleased to award him the CC  & BOB
                  2	Butlers Sh Ch Red Admiral by Rubymoon – another lovely dog. He has the most handsome head and a soft expression. Strong on quarters he moves effortlessly around the ring. Appeared a little heavy on the shoulder today and drops away slightly at the croup on the stack. His positive movement won him this placing.
3.Tait, Rom/Srb/Bih/CH/GCh Foresters Northern Light of Darkmoor JW (imp DEU)
Field Trial Dog 1 (0)
1 Ch Yennadon Barra JW SGWC – not difficult to see that this is a working dog. He is in such hard condition and is a prime example of fit for function. No exaggerations on this dog just excellent type and construction. As to be expected his movement was very strong and sound.

Special Vintage Bitch 3 (2)
1 Crowther Hernwood Stella Firework – Lovely little lady still moving really well and enjoying herself. Sweet head and expression, good topline and in good coat for her age.
Veteran Bitch 4 (1)
1 Slaughter Sh Ch Cairacailie Night of Love with Ordett JW – an old favourite of mine. She is still in lovely condition and very positive on the move. She has the most beautiful head and a kind expression, elegant through the neck and shoulders and good bend of stifle. Pleased to award her Best Veteran in Show
2 Hardy Cottonstones Evergreen with Cafotaliena  - another elegant lady, a little longer cast than my winner but pleasing in head and nice reach of neck. Positive rear angulation good tail set and positive movement fore and aft. Not quite the substance of 1.
3 Tong Benbuie Rose Quartz with Kellizlot

1 Philips & Watkins Empyreal Desert Tempest at Glenmaurangi (IMP CAN) 
Elegant young lady with excellent colour, deep in chest and strong lean neck. She is slightly long cast for me but she moves with purpose and is well together for one so young. Well handled.

Junior Bitch 2 (0)
1 Sweryda  Waseley Hazy Dayz – Lovely profile on this young lady. Elegant and of super colour and good head shape. Lovely tight feet, good bone and depth of brisket. She is strong over the loin and moved very positively.

2 Crowther Ronaldsbill Mystical Fire – A little longer cast than one and lighter in frame. Nice bend of stifle. Moved soundly.
Yearling Bitch 5 (0)
What a lovely class! If these are our future brood bitches then we are in good hands.
1 Bell, Millar & Bell Laurelach Mercedes at Blairbelles JW  Loved this little lady. She is so well balanced . She has a pretty feminine head and a kind expression. Elegant neck and well laid shoulders sweep into a good level topline which she holds on the move. Strong in hind quarters and correct tail set meant that she looked a picture on the move.
2 Smith Kewstoke Sea Queen Zena – Another classy lady of super colour and type. Blooming coat, pleasing  feminine head and eye. Well balanced throughout. Her strong positive movement  won her this placing over the rest of a very strong class.
3 Marsh Kilnrae Back to the Future JW
Maiden Bitch 5 (0)
1 Hardy Cafotaliena Hello My Love  In good coat and correct colour
Pleasing outline and stood very balanced. Good shaped head and dark eye. Rear angulation strong and movement very sound
2 Potter Benbuie Chinook at Helian. Bigger than 1 but nicely constructed Pleasing outline and good strong hindquarters. One of the best movers in the class.
3 Collyer Cottonstones Daybreak

1 Potter Benbuie Chinook at Helian
Undergraduate Bitch 3 (0)
1 Ball Kilnrae Black Sapphire – beautiful head and expression. Good rear quarters with correct bend of stifle and short in hock. Her positive movement won her this class
2 Bryant Laurelach Lotus with Muckypups –  Nice type Front assembly is very good. Good head shape and kind eye, good spring of rib and short coupled. Just standing a little straight in stifle and drops away at the croup. Moved soundly.
3 Green Sooty Ringlet
Postgraduate Bitch 5 (1)
1 Green Balnakeil Creag Rainich Two very nice girls headed this class. Both had very good neck and shoulders, pretty feminine heads and stood well balanced throughout. Good depth in brisket, and strong in loin. These two could change places at anytime. My winner was more together and moved positively
2 Pearce Ardnam Hazelnut – same comments apply as to 1. I preferred this lady for type but she wasn’t playing ball today.
3 Lines Flaxheath Centrefold
Mid Limit Bitch 4 (2)
1	Bishop Glenmaurangie Aurora of Lochdora – Beautifully presented in excellent coat. Good strong bone and elegant neck and shoulders. Good sculpted head and a kind eye. Slopes a little in topline but has strong hindquarters 	and moved ok.
2 	Beddall Dwensantinis Dora of Artiiyo – Elegant lady  with good level topline, reasonable angulation and good tailset. Moved ok. Preferred the head of 1
Limit Bitch 7 (3)
1 Passmore Beechlake Poet in My Heart – Lovely compact bitch in good coat and of good colour. Pretty feminine head, good reach of neck and good shoulder set. Good depth to brisket and spring of rib. She has good strong hindquarters and correct tail set helping her to sail around the ring with ease. Pleased to award her Res CC
2 Smith Amscot Air Born Via Kewstoke – Bigger lady but equally as elegant. Well off for bone and standing well balanced with good topline. Pleasing head and expression. Just preferred overall size and balance of 1. Two lovely dogs.
3 Hardy Cafotaliena Hello My Love
Open Bitch 2 (0)
1 	Roberts Sh Ch Lily Mae Magic. On approach this young lady melts your heart with her cheeky expression and beautiful head shape. She stands so well balanced with elegant neck and good shoulder placement, good level topline and depth of brisket. Good strong leg bone and strong tight feet. Short couplings make her so well balanced on the stack and on the move. She is my type personified. Could not deny her the CC
2	Upton -Lovett & Upton Roydack Portrait of a Lady – another lovely lady of different type to my winner and a size bigger but worthy of all the accolades. She has good depth in body and stands with elegance. She is a little longer in the foreface than my winner and slightly longer cast but moves effortlessly around the ring on strong hindquarters. Close up for Res CC
Field Trial Bitch 3 (0)
1 Ackerley-Kemp Yennadon Highland Heidi – very feminine lady of excellent colour and style. Beautiful head shape and dark eye good reach of neck, level topline and sound on the move fore and aft. In good hard condition. Felt she has more maturing to do.
2 Thomas Chartan Maple Mayhem  Another lady well muscled in good hard condition  Nice head shape and correct in all quarters. Moved very soundly. Just didn’t have the finesse of 1
3 Thomas Chartan Little Black dress
