The name of the city of Burgos derives from the term "Burgus", whose 

meaning is a fortification or fortress built to guard the territory of its 

jurisdiction, in which the main guilds of artisans and merchants were based. 

15:00 Lunch at the Cobo Estratos restaurant, by Michelin star Chef Miguel 

Cobo, where travelers will delight in dishes that mix tradition and avant-

garde, always with local products. 

17:00 Continuation of the trip to Laguardia  

18:45 Arrival in one of the most beautiful towns in Spain, and without a 

doubt the most beautiful in the Rioja Designation of Origin. 

Accommodation in the Viana Palace, from 1619, a place awarded in 2023 

with The Best, an emblematic place, declared a building of historical and 

cultural interest, where in its underground, under the Palace, is the only 

active winery in Rioja from Laguardia, Possibility of exchange with the 

owner and son of the family. 

 



21:30 Welcome wine in the Palacete rooms before dinner. 

Welcome dinner to Rioja, where you will enjoy the best Cantabrian fish, at 

the Migueloa Restaurant. Imperial halls where iconic figures from Spain 

and beyond have been able to enjoy their gastronomy. 

 

DAY 5 

LEARN TO TASTE 

 

08:00-09:00 Breakfast in the main rooms of the Viana Palace from 1619. 

09:30-11:30 Time for our matches, and the chosen place, surrounded by 

10th century walls, Rioja vineyards and the mountains of the Sierra de 

Cantabria, a magical place, and where we can breathe history and tradition. 

12:00 Guided tour of the Villa de Laguardia, surrounded by a wall of more 

than 10 meters, a fortress, undermined and completely pedestrian, founded 

in the 10th century. It overlooks the vineyards of Rioja Alavesa, one of the 

most beautiful towns in Spain, declared Cultural Heritage. The 

underground of the medieval town is pierced by numerous caves used as 

wine cellars; the streets full of history and culture; the Church of Santa 

María de los Reyes, with one of the polychrome porticos in the greatest 

condition of the 16th century, the church of San Juan; the Medieval Wall, 

etc. 

 

 

 



13:30 Visit to the vineyards that cover the foothills of the Sierra de 

Cantabria, which extends between Haro, Rioja Alta and Laguardia, Rioja 

Alavesa, vineyards mostly of Tempranillo grapes. 

Walking tour through the vineyards, accompanied by the Winery Family, 

where our winemaker will give you a unique experience. From his hand, 

our travelers will feel the vineyard, they will learn about the essence of the 

plant itself. Tasting a wine accompanied by an aperitif with a grill of local 

products roasted among the vineyards, surrounded by the Sierra de 

Cantabria Valley, a privilege. 

Return to visit the only active winery in Laguardia, in the underground, 

under the Víasa Palace, today called Bodegas MIGUELOA, where time 

will take us to 1619, one of the oldest in Rioja, to learn about the history 

and taste the wines. of the Gutiérrez Family, with more than 10 generations 

making and dedicated to wine. The best wine experience awarded with 

The Best 2023. 

15:00 Lunch-Pairing in the imperial halls of a dream Palace, we will learn 

how to pair the wines, selected by our winemaker, who will accompany us 

at the meal, the most exquisite cuisine, with a selection of dishes for the 

occasion, the best vegetables, meats and fish from the North of Spain. 

To finish our meal, we will have the afternoon in the rooms where a live 

music show by Spanish artists will liven up an afternoon to enjoy a good 

cocktail in a unique atmosphere.

Enjoy the Valley of 

the Sierra De Cantabria until you reach Briones, passing by emblematic 

wineries such as Riscal, by the famous architect Frank Gehry. 

13:30  Tour of the most famous tapas street in Spain, Calle Laurel, in 

Logroño. Enjoy some of the most renowned taverns and tasting famous 

dishes such as mushrooms from Soriano, patatas bravas, tortilla from 

Sebas, pincho moruno from Paganos, cojonudos from El Muro, or setas del 

Cid, among many of them, a Spanish tradition, accompanied by a local 

guide. Journey known as the path of the Elephants. All this guided by our 

Local guide, who will make the experience unique. 

16:30 On the way to the Vivanco Dynasty Wine Museum, considered one 

of the best in the world.
