Sun Protection Policy

Policy statement

Education; it is important to raise awareness of why we need sun protection and encourage children to adopt SunSmart behaviour.

We aim to consider sun protection when planning all outdoor activities from April to September (the sun is strongest at this time of year).

Procedures

· When the sun is strong we will encourage children to sit/play in the shade where it is available.

· On particularly hot days staff will keep children in the shaded part of our outside area.
· Children will spend more time playing outside before 11am and will be required to wear hats.

· We have spare hats to put on any children that does not have their own.

· We will send letters home asking for permission for staff to apply sunscreen on the days when the sun is strong.

· Children will need to bring their own clearly labelled bottle of sunscreen, at least factor 30+

· We cannot currently supply sunscreen to the children on a daily basis due to costs.
