With Love from Pastor Lisa!

In 2019 in my doctoral program: “Creative Ministry for Church Renewal in a Changing World,” I took a class on the Gospel of John. The main question for the class was: “Where is the church in the Gospel of John?” I wrote a poem about how the church is everywhere in John titled: “Where Isn’t the Church in the Gospel of John.”  Now that I have been here a year, I would like to share excerpts of the poem taken from my notes in class about the Gospel of John and remarkably now about our being church at St. John Lutheran Church together. Each line is taken from my notes in class and describes what I learned about the Gospel of John and us!

Where Isn’t St. John Lutheran Church in the Gospel of John!

St. John is imaginative spaces, 
action and dialogue;
in fact, Jesus talks non-stop.  

St. John engages in servant leadership, 
pushes new beginnings, 
uses irony and misunderstanding.
You might want to look out for that.

St. John is absolutely soaked in scripture.  
People are sometimes pushing boundaries, 
grumbling, murmuring, 
weathering storms. 

St. John 
requires positioning ourselves differently at times:
Birth, ministry, death – SEE CHART. 

Church often must re-think the understanding of time 
in light of God’s actions --
interrelating together, with those who believe,
but don’t fully understand.

There is a lot of coming and going, 
being healed and returning;
it is a world-changing story.
Transfiguration is all the time.

St. John can be like having the rug pulled out from under your feet,  
not quite what we expected, 
not just quoting chapter and verse;
it is more about the story line. 

St. John is upside down and inside out –
a re-thinking of what is and is not possible, 
part of the inner texture of journey, 
intimacy, 
surprise.

St. John is hymns interrupted by intrusions of testimony. 


It needs multiple metaphors: 
Sheep.
Bread.
Vine. 

St. John is belonging --
people taking the step from where they were 
to where Jesus would want them to go.  

Meetings are everywhere.

St. John is 
Jesus calling his own sheep by name, 
The creation of new family,
and friendships, 
with no clear way to organize the sheep.

Church has something to do with 
unfinished business – 
being comfortable with discomfort, 
seeing and believing.

But like Peter, he says he knows early on and then gets it wrong a lot.  

St. John is weeping, 
hearing, responding and being sent -- 
a desire to see Jesus 
and turning around.

St. John is deep and highly creative, has a life of its own,
different layers of interpretation,
a framework that can’t reach truth without relationship, 
which helps to reshape the whole.  

St. John is encounter,
staying, 
and abiding.

St. John is what church was, is, and can be. Amen
