How do we fast?

When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full meal,
as well as two smaller meals that together are not equal
to a full meal.

Am | excused from fasting and abstinence?

Those that are excused from fast and abstinence outside
the age limits include the physically or mentally ill
including individuals suffering from chronic illnesses such
as diabetes. Also excluded are pregnant or nursing
women.

hat is Lent? Lent is the 40 days (not including Sundays)
of prayer and penance leading to Easter.

PRAYER, listening and
responding to God's call,
deepens our relationship to
God and draws the heart
closer to His will.

What are the
pillars of Lent?

ALMSGIVING involves
donating money or goods to the
poor and performing acts of
charity. According to the
catechism, almsgiving is “a
workd of justice pleasing to
God” (CCC 2462).

FASTING is a means of self-discipline,
chastity, and the restraining of the
appetites. Though it is refraining from
food, fasting also includes refraining
from sin and reflecting on one's
dependence on God.

Lent is a time of prolonged penance for committing ourselves to fulfill
our baptismal call to holiness, service, and community. At the heart
of all penance is the call to conversion. In the words of Christ:
““Repent, and believe the gospel” (Mark |:15).
