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STUDENT PERSONAL ELECTRONIC DEVICE POLICY

According to state law, and Chancellor's Regulation A-413, students are not permitted to use personal
internet-enabled electronic devices during the school day in any NYC Public Schools. This includes devices such
as cell phones, laptops, tablets, and portable music and entertainment systems. Please visit the website below

In accordance with state policy, every BDA student is assigned a personal Yondr pouch when they enroll. While
the Yondr pouch is considered school property, it is each student’s responsibility to bring their pouch with them to
school every day and keep it in good working condition. Students who do not have personal devices will still bring
their pouches with them to school for morning arrival.

DAILY PROCESS

As students Arrive to School, they will:
1) Turntheir phones, smartwatches, and/or headphones off.

2) Place all their devices inside their YONDR pouch and secure it in front of school staff.
3) Store their YONDR pouch in their backpack for the day.

When students are dismissed from school, they will open their YONDR pouch, remove their phone and devices
and put their pouch in their backpack. Students must bring their pouch to school every day.
*Students arriving late or leaving early will pouch/unpouch their phones in the main office.

VIOLATIONS
Pouch Damage / Lost Pouch / Using Phone During School
- If a student damages their pouch or is caught with a loose phone,
administration or school staff will collect the phone/pouch and call
home for a disciplinary conference.
- Students who lose, damage, or destroy their pouches will be
charged $25 for a replacement pouch.

Examples of tampering / damage:

Deep scratches on the globe or the green ring around it

Intentional pen marks on the inside of the Yondr Pouch
Bent pins
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Forgotten Pouch

If a student forgets their Pouch, their phone will be collected and school
staff will call home to remind the Parent of the policy. The phone will be returned to the student at dismissal. If a
student consistently does not bring their pouch to school, it is considered Lost. Refer to the Lost Pouch policy

above.

2. Coloque sus dispositivos dentro de su bolsa y asegurelos frente al personal de la escuela.
3. Guarde su bolsa en su mochila por el dia.

Cuando los estudiantes salgan de la escuelq, abrirdn su bolsa, quitardn su teléfono y dispositivos y pondrdn su
YONDR en su mochila. Los estudiantes deben traer su bolsa a la escuela fodos los dias.

*Los estudiantes que lleguen tarde o se vayan temprano guardardn o sacardn sus teléfonos de la bolsa en la
oficina.

Danos - Dafios en la bolsa/bolsa perdida/uso del teléfono durante la
escuela
- Siun estudiante dafia su bolsa o queda atrapado en su teléfono,
la administracion o el personal de la escuela recogerdn el
teléfono/bolsa y llamardn a casa para una conferencia
disciplinaria. A los estudiantes que intencionalmente continuen
daflando o destruyendo sus bolsas se les cobrard $25 por una
bolsa de reemplazo.
