C[eaning
hands atf key Times with Soap and water or hand sanifizer that coritains at least 607 alcohol is one of the most
important steps you can take fo avoid getting sick and spreading germs fo those around you.

There are imporJranJr differences between washing hands with Soap and water and using hand sanitizer. Soap and
water work fo remove all Types of germs from hands, while sanitfizer acts by ki”ing certain germs on The skin. A[Jrhough
alcohol-based hand sanitizers can quick[y reduce the number of germs in many siJruaJﬁons, Jrhe\/ should be used in the
rithr sifuations. Soap and wafer are more effective Than hand sanifizers at removing certain kinds of germs like
norovirus, Crypfosporidium, and Clostridicides difficile, as well as chemicals.

Handwashing reduces the amounts of all types of germs, pesticides, and metals on hands. Knowing when fo clean
your hands and which method fo use will give you the best chance of prevenJring sickness.
