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Day 11 - Pass the Test 
 
 
“He gave you manna to eat in the wilderness, something your ancestors had never known, to 
humble and test you so that in the end it might go well with you.” (Deuteronomy 8:16) 
 
After a series of miracles, signs and wonders performed by God, the children of Israel led by 
Moses, left Egypt after 400 years of slavery. It was the beginning of their journey to the 
Promised Land that should have taken 11 days.
