Day 63 - No Greater Love

“...if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him
from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the
mouth confession is made unto salvation.” (Romans 10:9-10)

The purpose of Jesus’ life and why He was sent into the world is clearly laid out in the Bible. In John
3:17 He says that He was not sent to condemn the world, but that the world might be saved through
Him. When Jesus spoke to Nicodemus about being born again, Nicodemus was confused. “Can a
man enter a second time into His mother's womb?” he asked. Jesus explained to him the difference
between being born of water - the flesh, and being born of the spirit - through belief in Jesus.
